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INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS 
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INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS 

Conditions of Work 
 
Each BIDDER must become fully familiar with site conditions relating to the Project and the employment of labor 
thereon.  Failure to do so will not relieve the successful BIDDER of his/her obligation to furnish all the labor, 
materials and equipment necessary to carry out the Work under this Contract.  The BIDDER is expected to examine 
the site and the site information contained herein and then, based upon their own inspections and interpretations, 
decide the character of the work, material to be encountered and excavated, the groundwater conditions, difficulties 
or obstacles likely to be encountered, and other conditions affecting the Work. 
 
Preparation of Bids 
 
Bids shall be submitted on the forms provided and must be signed by the BIDDER or the BIDDER’s authorized 
representative.  The person signing the Bid shall initial any corrections to entries made on the bid forms. 
 
Bidders must provide bids for all items appearing on the Bid Forms unless specific directions in the advertisement, 
on the bid form, or in the special provisions, allow for partial bids.  Failure to quote on all items may disqualify the 
Bid.   
 
Unless otherwise stated in the Invitation for Bids, BIDDER agrees that the Bid shall be deemed open for acceptance 
for sixty (60) calendar days subsequent to submittal to the CITY. 
 
Any questions or inquiries must be submitted in writing, and must be received by the Purchasing Agent no later 
than seven (7) calendar days before the Invitation for Bids due date to be considered.  Any changes to the Invitation 
for Bids will be provided to all Bidders of Record. 
 
The BIDDER shall not divulge, discuss or compare this Bid with the Bid of any other Bidders and shall not collude 
with any other Bidder or parties to a Bid whatever.  (Note: No premiums, rebates or gratuities permitted either with, 
prior to, or after any delivery of materials shall be allowed.  Any such violation will result in the cancellation and/or 
return of materials, as applicable, and the removal from Bid List). 
 
Where applicable, the name of manufacturer, trade name, or catalog number mentioned in this request for bids 
description is for the purpose of designating a minimum standard of quality and type.  Such references are not 
intended to be restrictive, although specified color, type of material and specified measurements may be mandatory.  
Bids will be considered for any brand that meets or exceeds the quality of the specifications listed.  On all such 
proposals, the BIDDER shall specify the product they are proposing and shall supply sufficient data to enable a 
comparison to be made with the particular brand or manufacturer specified.  Failure to submit the above may be 
sufficient grounds for rejection of the proposal. 
 
When samples are required, they must be submitted free of cost and they will not be returned, unless otherwise 
specified.  Items left for demonstration purposes shall be delivered and installed free of charge and shall be 
removed by the vendor at no cost to the CITY.  Said demonstration units shall not be offered to the CITY as new 
equipment unless mutually agreed to by the Purchasing Agent. 
 
Unless otherwise stated, all prices are F.O.B.: Destination.  No charge for packing or drayage will be 
allowed.  All deliveries are to be pre-paid, C.O.D.’s will not be accepted. 
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Submission of Bids 
 
Bids must be submitted as directed in the Notice to Bidders, and on the Bid Forms provided herein.  Bids must be 
typewritten or printed in ink, and must be mailed or delivered in person.  Bids that are faxed or e-mailed will not be 
accepted. 
 
Withdrawal of Bids 
 
Bids may be withdrawn prior to the opening date and time upon written, faxed, e-mailed or telegraphic request of 
the Bidder to the Purchasing Agent.  Negligence on the part of the Bidder in preparing his/her Bid shall not 
constitute a right to withdraw bid subsequent to the bid opening.  Bids may not be withdrawn for a period of sixty 
(60) days after the date of opening indicated herein, or as modified by addenda. 
 
Receipt and Opening of Bids 
 
Bids shall be submitted prior to the time stipulated in the Notice to Bidders.  Bids received after the time so 
indicated shall be returned unopened.   
 
Tie Bids 
 
When identical low bids are received, with respect to price, delivery and quality, award may be made by a toss of 
coin, with the following exception: When a tie bid exists between a local (a business establishment within City 
limits) bidder and an out-of-town bidder, preference will be given to the local bidder.  Any bidder having a local 
agent who is a bona fide resident of the City is considered a local bidder.  If a tie bid exists between two local 
bidders, or two out-of-town bidders, the decision may be made by a toss of coin. 
 
Limitations 
 
This bid document does not commit the City to award a contract, to pay any costs incurred in the preparation of a 
bid response, or to procure or contracts for goods, services or supplies.  The City reserves the right to accept or 
reject any or all bids received as a result of this request, or to cancel in part or in its entirety this bid document, if it 
is in the best interests of the City to do so. 
 
Contractor  References 
 
The CONTRACTOR must include with the Bid a list of at least three (3) references for projects of similar (or 
greater) size and cost.  The references shall include project location, contact name and phone number, and a brief 
description of services performed. 

 
The CITY may make such investigations as it deems necessary to determine the ability of the CONTRACTOR and 
any proposed SUBCONTRACTORS to perform the Work, and the CONTRACTOR shall furnish to CITY all such 
information and data for this purpose as CITY may request.  The CITY reserves the right to reject any proposal, if 
the evidence submitted by, or investigation of, such CONTRACTOR or SUBCONTRACTOR, fails to satisfy the 
CITY that such CONTRACTOR or SUBCONTRACTOR is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the 
Contract and to complete the work contemplated therein. 
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Bid Secur ity and Secur ity for  Faithful Performance 
 
Simultaneously with delivery of the Bid, each BIDDER shall furnish a Bid Bond as security.  The successful 
BIDDER will also be required to furnish a Performance and Payment Bond for faithful performance of this 
contract, payment of all persons performing labor on the project under this Contract and furnishing materials in 
connection with this Contract.  The surety on such bond or bonds shall be a duly authorized bonding company 
satisfactory to the CITY and shall insure damages in the full amount of the accepted proposal. 
 
Power  of Attorney 
  
Attorneys-in-fact who sign bid bonds and/or contract bonds must file with each bond a certified and effectively 
dated copy of their power-of-attorney.

The CONTRACTOR must comply with all applicable Equal Employment Opportunity requirements of all federal, 
state, and local laws, regulations, and ordinances.

Receipt of Bids 
 
The City of Concord – Purchasing Division, herein called the "CITY” , invites bids on the forms attached hereto, 
within which all blanks must be completed.  Sealed proposals for the demolition of structures located at 4 Crescent 
Street and “0”  East Street, Penacook (Concord) will be received at the Purchasing Office until 2:00 PM on 
October  11, 2006, at which time they will be publicly opened and read aloud.  All bids must be in sealed envelopes 
bearing the bid title, date and time of bid opening, and BIDDER’s name and address. 

 
Summary of Work 
 
Work under this Contract includes: 

a) Demolition and disposal of 2,300 SF 1 and ½ story wood frame office building; 
b) Demolition and disposal of 4,000 SF concrete waste water treatment plan and associated structures; 
c) Demolition and disposal of a 100 +/- SF concrete pump house and associated piping / structures; 
d) Demolition of concrete pads, fencing, and abandoned utility lines for former electrical substation; 
e) Asbestos abatement and removal of hazardous materials related thereto including several drums of 

miscellaneous chemicals as well as 27,000 +/- gallons of sludge; and, 
f) All other incidental work necessary to accomplish the Work specified under this Project, as generally 

described in these documents and associated plans.   
 
Time for  Completion 
 
Time of substantial completion for all on-site work is set at for ty five (45) calendar  days after the project initiation 
date stipulated in the Notice to Proceed, including site restoration, unless time for completion is modified in 
accordance with the provisions of these Contract Documents.  Delays beyond the control of CONTRACTOR may 
be cause for an extension to the indicated project schedule.  
 
L iquidated Damages 
 
In the event that CONTRACTOR fails to substantially complete the work contemplated and provided for under this 
Contract, on or before the date stipulated in the Notice To Proceed, the CITY shall deduct from payments due the 
CONTRACTOR, the sum of Two Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($250.00), plus engineer ing charges, for  each 
calendar  day of delay.  Such sum is agreed upon not as a penalty, but as fixed and liquidated damages for each day 
of such delay, to be paid in full and subject to no deduction.  If the payments due CONTRACTOR are less than the 
amount of such liquidated damages, said damages shall be deducted from any other monies due or to become due 
the CONTRACTOR, or shall be paid by the CONTRACTOR’s Surety. 
 
ENGINEER (or  CONSULTANT) 
 
The ENGINEER (or CONSULTANT) for this project is:  Scott Lawson Group, Ltd. of Concord, NH or 
Environmental Compliance Services (ECS) of Bow, NH, or other representatives as assigned by the City of 
Concord in its sole discretion.

Award of Contract 
 
The Contract may be awarded to the lowest responsive and responsible Bidder as soon as practical after the Bid 
opening, unless otherwise stated, but generally not before five (5) working days after the Bid opening.  
 
It is the policy of the CITY that contracts are awarded only to responsive and responsible bidders. In order to 
qualify as responsive and responsible, a Bidder vendor must meet the following standards as they relate to this 
request: 
 

·  Have adequate financial resources for performance or have the ability to obtain such resources as required 
during performance; 

·  Have the necessary experience, organization, technical qualifications, skills and equipment; 
·  Be able to comply with the indicated time of completion;  
·  Have a demonstrated satisfactory record of performance; and 
·  Adhere to the specifications of this Bid and submit all documentation required of this Bid. 

 
It is requested that interested parties refrain from making inquiries during this period. A “Letter of Award” and 
accompanying “Notice of Award”  will announce the contract award. The CITY reserves the right to waive any 
formality, informality, information and/or errors in the bids submitted and the right to reject any or all bids at its 
discretion and to accept the bid which will be in the best interest of the CITY; or to purchase the required services 
on the open market if it is considered in the best interest of the City to do so.   Conditional bids will not be 
accepted.  In case of error in the extension of prices, the unit prices bid shall govern and the unit prices in 
writing shall take precedence over the unit prices in figures.  Also, in the event of a discrepancy between 
the total of the items and the lump sum total stated, the total of the items shall govern. 
 
BIDDERS Interested in More than One Bid 
 
If more than one bid is offered by any one party, or by any person or persons representing a party, all such bids 
shall be rejected.  A party who has quoted prices to a BIDDER is not thereby disqualified from quoting prices to 
other bidders or from submitting a direct bid in its own behalf. 
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Presence of BIDDERS at Bid Opening 
 
At the time and place fixed for opening bids, the contents of all Bids will be made public for the information of all 
BIDDERS and other interested parties who may be present in person or by representative. 
 
Bid Evaluation 
 
In an attempt to determine if a BIDDER is responsible, the CITY, at its discretion, may obtain technical support 
from outside sources.  Each BIDDER shall fully cooperate with the personnel of such organizations. 
 
In case of error in the extension of prices, the unit prices bid shall govern.  In the event of a discrepancy between 
the total of the individual bid items and the total lump sum, the total of the bid items shall govern. 
 
Bid Results 
 
BIDDERS may secure information pertaining to the results of the Bid by visiting the Purchasing Office weekdays 
between the hours of 8:30 AM and 4:00 PM; or by enclosing a self-addressed envelope along with a two-dollar 
($2.00) handling fee to receive the results by mail.  No telephone requests for  results will be accepted or  given. 
 
Cancellation of Award 
 
The CITY reserves the right to cancel the award without liability to the Bidder, except for the return of the bid 
bond, at any time before a Contract has been fully executed by all parties and is approved by the CITY. 
 
Minor Modifications 
 
The CITY reserves the right to incorporate minor modifications that may be required.  The CONTRACTOR will 
incorporate these changes at no additional cost, but may protest such action and not be bound by any such request, 
if it can prove that the timing or extent of the modifications results in significant additional effort and/or expense to 
CONTRACTOR. 
 
Return of Bid Bond 
 
All bid bonds, except that of the lowest Bidder, will be returned after the CITY has awarded a Contract.  The 
successful BIDDER’s bid bond will be returned as soon as the Contract has been fully executed. 
 
Requirements of Surety Bonds 
 
At the time of the execution of the Contract, the successful BIDDER shall furnish the City with surety bonds, which 
have been fully executed by the BIDDER, guaranteeing the performance of the Work and the payment of all legal 
debts that may be incurred by reason of the CONTRACTOR’s performance of the Work.  The surety and the form 
of the bonds shall be acceptable to the CITY.  Unless otherwise specified, the surety bonds shall be in the sum 
equal to the full amount of the Contract. 
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Insurance 
 
The successful BIDDER shall procure and maintain insurance, in the amounts and coverage detailed by the bid 
documents, acceptable to the CITY, at the BIDDER’s sole expense, with reputable and financially responsible 
insurance companies, insuring against any and all public liability, including injuries or death to persons and damage 
to property, arising out of or related to the goods or CONTRACTOR’s performance hereunder and shall furnish to 
the CITY certificates of such insurance and renewals thereof signed by the issuing company or agent upon the 
CITY’s request.  Such policies shall provide for cancellation only subsequent to 30 days prior written notice to the 
CITY.  
 
The CITY’s examination of, or failure to request or demand, any evidence of insurance hereunder, shall not 
constitute a waiver of any requirement and the existence of any insurance shall not limit the CONTRACTOR’s 
obligation under any provision hereof.   
 
Except to the extent of comparable insurance acceptable to, or expressly waived by, the CITY, the CONTRACTOR 
shall, or shall cause any carrier engaged by the CONTRACTOR, to insure all shipments of goods for full value. 
 
If the Contract involves the performance of work by the CONTRACTOR’s employees at property owned or leased 
by the CITY, the CONTRACTOR shall furnish such additional insurance as the CITY may request in respect 
thereof, but in any event and without such request, workers’  compensation insurance and unemployment 
compensation insurance as required by laws of the State of New Hampshire and public and automotive liability and 
property damage insurance.  In no event shall such employees of the CONTRACTOR be deemed to be the 
employees of, or under the direction or control of the CITY for any purpose whatsoever.

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Worker ’s Compensation 
 
All CONTRACTORS and SUBCONTRACTORS at every tier shall conform to the requirements of RSA 281 Title 
XXIII, Section 281-A:2 with close attention to sections VI(a), VI(c) and VII(a) as well as Section 281-A:4. 
 
Contract 
 
The Contract between the CITY and the CONTRACTOR shall consist of (1) the Bid Documents and any Addenda 
or Amendments thereto; and (2) the CONTRACTOR’s Bid.  In the event of a conflict in language between 
documents (1) and (2) referenced above, the provisions and requirements set forth and referenced in the Bid 
Documents shall govern.  However, the CITY reserves the right to clarify any contractual relationship in writing 
with the concurrence of the CONTRACTOR and such written clarification shall govern in case of conflict with the 
applicable requirements contained in the Bid Documents and the CONTRACTOR’s Bid.  In all other matters, not 
affected by written clarification, if any, the Bid Documents shall govern.  The BIDDER is cautioned that this Bid 
shall be subject to acceptance without further clarification. 
 
Execution of Contract 
 
The successful BIDDER shall sign (execute) the Contract provided by the CITY and return such signed Contract to 
the CITY, along with the fully executed surety bonds, within ten (10) calendar days from the date mailed or 
otherwise delivered to the successful BIDDER. 
 
Approval of Contract 
 
Upon receipt of the executed Contract and the required surety bonds fully executed by the successful BIDDER, the 
CITY shall complete the execution of the Contract in accordance with local laws or ordinances and return the fully 
executed Contract to the CONTRACTOR.  Delivery of the fully executed Contract, along with a Notice to Proceed 
and a CITY purchase order, to the CONTRACTOR shall constitute the CITY’s approval to be bound by the 
successful BIDDER’s Bid and the terms and conditions of the Contract. 
 
Failure to Execute Contract 
 
Failure of the successful BIDDER to execute the Contract and/or furnish acceptable surety bonds within ten (10) 
calendar days from the date mailed, or otherwise delivered to the successful BIDDER, shall be just cause for 
cancellation of the award and forfeiture of the bid bond, not as a penalty, but as liquidation of damages to the 
CITY. 
 
Disqualification 
 
Awards will not be made to any person, firm or company in default of a contract with the CITY, the State of New 
Hampshire, or the Federal Government.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
 

Definitions 
 
“Bid”  shall also mean quotation, proposal, offer, qualification/experience statement, and services. 
 
“Bidders”  shall also mean vendors, offerers, Contractors or any person or firm responding to an invitation for bids. 
 
Provisions Required by Law Deemed Inser ted 
 
Each and every provision and clause required by law to be inserted in any subsequent Contract shall be deemed to 
be inserted herein and the Contract shall be read and enforced as though it were included herein, and if through 
mistake or otherwise any such provision is not inserted, or is not correctly inserted, then upon the application of 
either party, the Contract shall forthwith be physically amended to make such insertion or correction. 
 
Safety Data Sheets (Right to Know) 
 
Any CONTRACTOR who receives a Contract under this Project agrees to submit a Material Safety Data Sheet 
(MSDS) for each toxic or hazardous substance or mixture containing such substance, pursuant to RSA 277-A when 
deliveries are made.  The CONTRACTOR agrees to deliver all containers properly labeled pursuant to RSA 277-A.  
Failure to submit an MSDS and/or label on each container will place the vendor in noncompliance with that 
purchase order.  Failure to submit MSDS and/or labels on each container may result in civil or criminal penalties, 
including bid debarment and action to prevent the CONTRACTOR from selling said substances, or mixtures 
containing said substances within the State.  All CONTRACTORS furnishing substances or mixtures subject to 
RSA 277-A are cautioned to obtain and read the law referenced above. 
 
Patent Protection 
 
The successful BIDDER agrees to indemnify and defend the CITY from all claims and losses resulting from 
alleged and actual patent infringements and further agrees to hold the CITY harmless from any liability arising 
under RSA 382-A, 2-312 (3). (Uniform Commercial Code). 
 
Ownership of Documents 
 
All data, materials, plans, reports and documentation prepared pursuant to this Contract shall belong exclusively to 
the CITY. 
 
Assignment Provision 
 
The successful BIDDER hereby agrees that it will assign to the CITY all cause of action that it may acquire under 
the anti-trust laws of New Hampshire and the United States as the result of conspiracies, combination of contracts 
in restraint of trade which affect the price of goods or services obtained by the CITY under this Contract, if so 
requested by the CITY. 
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Deliver ies 
 
Deliveries are to be made only to the department or division indicated on the order and in accordance with accepted 
commercial practices, without extra charge for packing or containers. 
 
Deliveries that do not conform to the specifications, or are not in good condition upon delivery, shall be replaced 
promptly.  Deliveries shall be inside the building, and accepted weekdays between the hours of 8:30 AM and 3:30 
PM unless otherwise stated.  Delivery arrangements must be made with requesting department prior to delivery. 
 
Cost Breakdown of Lump Sum I tems 
 
If requested by the City, the CONTRACTOR shall submit a detailed cost breakdown of all lump sum bid items 
within five (5) working days of Notice of Award.  The detailed breakdown shall separately state the principal 
elements and associated costs associated with each element. Such breakdown of bid prices, subject to approval 
of the City, shall form the basis for adjustments to the contract price, if any. 
 
Deviation in Quantities for  Unit Pr ice I tems 
 
If unit price items are included in the Bid Documents, or subsequently agreed upon, and the original 
estimated quantity (quantities) are increased or decreased by more than 25% such that application of the 
unit bid price for any item will cause substantial inequity to the Owner or Contractor, the applicable unit 
price shall be equitably adjusted. 
 
Invoicing 
 
Unless otherwise stated, invoices are to be submitted in duplicate.  The invoice must include an itemization of all 
items, supplies, repairs or labor furnished, including unit list price, net price, extensions and total amount due. In 
addition, on projects that involve partial payments and/or retainage, a summary statement in the following format 
shall be provided with each invoice:

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Progress Payments and Retainage 
 

·  Progress Payments:  On not later than the last day of every month, the CONTRACTOR shall prepare and 
submit an invoice covering the total quantities of work that have been completed from the start of the job, 
up to and including the last day of the preceding month, together with such supporting evidence required by 
the CITY. 

 
·  Retainage:  On not later than the last day of the subsequent month, the CITY shall, after deducting 

previous payments made, pay to the CONTRACTOR 90% of the amount of the estimate as approved by 
the CITY.  The 10% retained percentage shall be held by the City until final inspection and acceptance.  At 
such time, the retainage may be reduced to 5% of the total value of the Contract and this amount shall be 
held during the 12-month guarantee period.  This retainage shall be held in a non-interest bearing account. 

 
Payment 
 
Unless otherwise stated, payment will be made within thirty (30) days of the completion of all or a portion of the 
Work, in acceptable condition, to the CITY and receipt of an acceptable invoice.  Any cash discount shall be read 
to mean CITY payday (CPD).  
 
Tax Exempt Status 
 
The CITY is exempt from all sales and Federal excise taxes. The CITY’s tax exemption number is 02-6000177. 
Please bill without these taxes. 
 
Availability of Funding  
 
The CITY’s obligations to pay any amount due under this Contract are contingent upon availability and 
continuation of funds for the purpose.  The CITY may terminate the Contract, for non-appropriation of funds, and 
all payment obligations of the CITY cease on the date of termination. 
 
Assignment or  Subcontracting 
 
None of the work or services covered by the contract shall be assigned in full or in part, or sub-contracted without 
the prior approval of the CITY. 
 
Exclusivity 
 
This Contract will be for the non-professional services described herein; however, this Contract should not be 
considered exclusive. As deemed necessary, the CITY reserves the right to obtain the services from any other 
Contractor. 
 
Pr icing 
 
Unless otherwise specified, all prices listed are firm for the term of the Contract. All prices should include all labor, 
material and transportation costs, and any discounts offered.  No additional surcharges of any type, to include fuel, 
shall be allowed at any time. 
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Audit 
 
It is the responsibility of the vendor to make available at his place of business upon demand, all price lists 
and other records pertaining to purchases made under the contract for the purposes of audit by the City of 
Concord. 
 
Inspection and Evaluation 
 
The CITY reserves the right to inspect the CONTRACTOR’s operations over the duration of the Contract. The 
conditions and operations of the facility shall be taken into consideration in making the award of this Contract. 
 
Notifications 
 
Notification of the parties shall be considered to have been constructively received when it is mailed via the United 
State Postal Service or delivered in hand to the parties as stated in the contract. 
 
Guarantees and Warranty 
 
All parts and labor related to this Contract must be guaranteed and include a warranty. If any work is unable to be 
guaranteed, the CONTRACTOR must inform the CITY, in writing, prior to the any work being performed. 
Inspection, testing and final determination of non-warranty work (if any) shall be performed at no cost to 
the City. 
 
If, in the opinion of the CITY, any part of the Work requires repair or replacement at any time within the guarantee 
period, due to defective work or materials furnished by the CONTRACTOR, the CITY will notify the 
CONTRACTOR in writing of such condition(s).  If CONTRACTOR fails to perform the required work and repairs 
in a timely manner, the CITY may perform the required repairs and charge the CONTRACTOR.  It is expressly 
understood that this guarantee provision shall not absolve the CONTRACTOR from any further liability to the 
CITY arising out of failure to substantially complete the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents. 
 
In addition, the CONTRACTOR shall maintain the stability of all materials, equipment and workmanship, to the 
satisfaction of the ENGINEER, for a term of one (1) year from the date of final acceptance of the Work by the 
CITY. 
 
Force Majeure 
 
Neither party shall be liable for any inability to perform its’  obligations under any subsequent agreement due to 
war, riot, insurrection, civil commotion, fire, flood, earthquake, storm or other act of God. 
 
Guarantee 
 
The CONTRACTOR shall guarantee the work under this Contract and the materials furnished by them, in addition 
to any manufacturers’  warranties, to be free from defects or flaws for one (1) year after the completion of the 
Contract.  In addition, the CONTRACTOR shall agree to maintain the stability of all materials, equipment and 
workmanship, to the satisfaction of the ENGINEER, for a term of one (1) year from the date of final acceptance of 
the Work by the CITY. 
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Disagreements and Disputes 
 
All disagreements and disputes, if any, arising under the terms of this Contract, either by law, in equity, or by 
arbitration, shall be resolved pursuant to the laws and procedures of the State of New Hampshire, in which state 
such Contract shall be deemed to have been executed.  No action at law or equity or by arbitration shall be 
commenced to resolve any disagreements or disputes under the terms of his Contract in any jurisdiction 
whatsoever, other than the State of New Hampshire and Merrimack County. 
 
Termination of Contract for  Cause 
 
If through any cause, the CONTRACTOR shall fail to furnish, in a timely and proper manner, its obligations under 
any contract, or if the Contractor shall violate any of the covenants, agreements or stipulations of any contract, the 
CITY shall thereupon have the right to terminate any contract by giving written notice to the CONTRACTOR of 
such termination and specifying the effective date thereof at least five (5) days before the effective date of such 
termination.  In such event, all finished or unfinished work, documents, plans, data programs and reports prepared 
by the CONTRACTOR under any contract shall, at the option of the CITY, become its property and the 
CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to receive just and equitable compensation for any satisfactory work completed. 
 
Notwithstanding the above, the CONTRACTOR shall not be relieved of liability to the CITY for damages 
sustained by the CITY by virtue of any breach of the Contract, and the CITY may withhold any payments until 
such time as the exact amount of damages due the CITY is determined. 
 
Termination for  the Convenience of the CITY 
 
The CITY may terminate any contract at any time by giving written notice to the CONTRACTOR of such 
termination and specifying the effective date thereof, at least fifteen (15) days before the effective date of such 
termination. 
 
In that event, all finished or unfinished work, documents, plans, data programs and reports prepared by the 
CONTRACTOR under any contract shall, at the option of the CITY, become its property and the CONTRACTOR 
shall be entitled to receive just and equitable compensation for any satisfactory work completed. 
 
Adjustments to the Scope of Work at the Discretion of the CITY 
 
The City reserves the right to increase, decrease, add, or remove particular tasks from the Scope of Work.  Should a 
reduction be made in the original scope of work, the CONTRACTOR shall have no claim for loss of anticipated 
profits for that portion of the Work omitted. 
 
In the event that the CITY decides to reduce or remove part or all of any lump sum work items from the Scope of 
Work, the CITY will rely upon the CONTRACTOR’s detailed price breakdown of the work items to make a 
corresponding adjustment to the contract price. 
 
Severability 
 
If any of the terms and conditions herein is held to be invalid or unenforceable, it will be construed to have the 
broadest interpretation that would make it valid and enforceable under such holding.  Invalidity or unenforceability 
of a term or condition will not affect any of the other terms and conditions. 
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Governing Law 
 
The Laws of the State of New Hampshire shall govern this Contract.  Any disputes shall be resolved within the 
venue of the State of New Hampshire and Merrimack County.

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SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS 
 
Time for  Completion and Sequence of Work 
 

a. The Work shall be completed no later than 45 days from the date Notice to Proceed is issued by the CITY. 
 

b. The Work shall be done in stages and in the required order as necessary to meet the various time and 
construction requirements; if the work lags materially behind schedule, CONTRACTOR shall provide 
additional work crews to accomplish the Work by the indicated completion date. 

 
c. Before beginning any portion of the Work, the CONTRACTOR shall give the CITY a minimum of 48 

hours prior notice. 
 

d. Should the CONTRACTOR be delayed in the commencement, prosecution or completion of the Work by 
any act or failure to act on the part of the CITY, ENGINEER, or any other cause beyond the 
CONTRACTOR’S control, none of which are due to any fault, neglect, act or omission on its part, then the 
CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to an extension of time if the claim is made, therefore, as provided in the 
General Terms & Conditions; such extension to be for a period equivalent to the time lost by reason of any 
and all of the aforesaid causes, as determined by the CITY and shall be the CONTRACTOR’S sole remedy.  
In no event will the CONTRACTOR be entitled to any costs of damages, either direct or consequential, as 
a result of any such delay or disruption in the commencement, prosecution, performance or completion of 
its Work. 

  
Permits &  Notifications 
 
The CONTRACTOR will be responsible for obtaining all necessary Federal, State, and Local permits to complete 
the Work (and pay costs associated therewith), and will provide verbal and written notification to the appropriate 
agencies for the Work at the Site.  Required permits shall include, but not necessarily be limited to City of Concord 
Building Permit.  The CONTRACTOR will be responsible for submitting copies of all permits and correspondence 
with the regulatory agencies to the ENGINEER. 
 
Additional Insureds 
 
The CONTRACTOR shall name the CITY and its ENGINEER/CONSULTANT as additional insured for the 
duration of this project.  Complete insurance requirements are included in the Information for Bidders section. 
 
Responsibility of CONTRACTOR 
 
Except as otherwise specifically stated in these Contract Documents, the CONTRACTOR shall provide and pay for 
all materials, permits, labor, tools, equipment, water, light, heat, power, transportation, superintendent, temporary 
construction of every nature, charges, levies, fees, insurance, bonds, or other expenses, and all other services and 
facilities of every nature whatsoever necessary for the performance of the Contract and deliver all Work embraced 
in this Contract complete in every respect within the specified time.   
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Submittals 
 
The CONTRACTOR shall submit to the OWNER all permits and all other pertinent information related to this 
Contract.  The submittals shall include, but are not limited to, the following items: 
 

1. Project Schedule for review and approval by the CITY or ENGINEER. 
 

2. A Certificates of Insurance, including “Additional Insureds,”  in the types and limits described in these 
Contract Documents. 
 

3. Copies of all permits required for performance of the Work. 
 

4. Other such submittals identified in these Contract Documents. 
 
Skilled Labor  and Employees 
 
The CONTRACTOR shall furnish the CITY such information relating to CONTRACTOR’s employees assigned to 
the work as the CITY may from time to time request.  If any person employed on the work is insubordinate or 
appears to the CITY to be incompetent, unfaithful, or disorderly, such person shall be discharged immediately on 
the demand of the CITY and shall not be again employed on the Work without approval of the CITY. 
 
Cooperation 
 
The CONTRACTOR shall allow the CITY, its agents, and other Contractors and public service corporations, or 
their agents, to enter upon the work for the purpose of maintaining, repairing, removing, altering, or replacing 
utilities, pipes, sewers, conduits, manholes, wires, poles, building structures, or other site features, as are now 
located or may be required, at or on the subject property.  The CONTRACTOR shall cooperate with all of the 
aforesaid parties and shall allow reasonable access for the prosecution of any other work by the CITY or others 
needed to be done in connection with the Work.   
 
Cooperation and coordination between CONTRACTOR and the CITY, its agents, other contractors, and public 
service corporations shall be provided at no additional cost to the CITY.   Delays resulting from such coordination 
shall in no way be considered cause for additional compensation or extension of the time limits established herein. 
  
Communications 
 

a. All notices, demands, requests, instructions, approvals, proposals, and claims must be in writing. 
 
b. Any notice to or demand upon the CONTRACTOR shall be sufficiently given if delivered at the office of 

the CONTRACTOR stated on the signature page of the Agreement (or at such other office as the 
CONTRACTOR may from time to time designate in writing to the CITY), or if deposited in the United 
States mail in a sealed postage prepaid envelope, or delivered with charges prepaid to any telegraph 
company for transmission, in each case addressed to such office. 

 
c. All papers required to be delivered to the CITY shall, unless otherwise specified in writing to the 

CONTRACTOR, be delivered to the ENGINEER.  Any notice or demand upon the CITY shall be 
sufficiently given if so delivered, or if deposited in the United States mail in a sealed, postage prepaid 
envelope, or delivered with charges prepaid to any telegraph company for transmission to said CITY, or to 
such other address as the CITY may subsequently specify in writing to the CONTRACTOR for such 
purpose. 
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d. Any such notice shall be deemed to have been given as of the time of actual delivery or (in the case of 
mailing) when the same should have been received in due course of post, or in the case of telegrams at the 
time of actual receipt, as the case may be. 

 
Storage Facilities 
 

a. The CONTRACTOR and their SUBCONTRACTOR(s) shall maintain storage facilities on the site as are 
necessary for the Work.  These shall be located so as to cause no interference to any work to be performed 
on the site.  The CITY shall be consulted with regard to temporary storage locations. 

 
b. Upon completion of the Work, or as directed by the CITY, the CONTRACTOR shall remove all temporary 

structures and facilities from the site, same to become his property, and leave the premises in the condition 
required by the Contract Documents. 

 
Emergency Work Force 
 
During days when inclement weather prevents scheduled work from being accomplished, or in the event of any 
emergency resulting from the CONTRACTOR’S operation, the CONTRACTOR shall have available on an "on-
call" basis an emergency work force whose purpose will be to maintain the construction site in a safe, condition and 
to protect the Work from damage, as directed by the CITY. 
 
Hours of Work and Night, Saturday, Sunday, or  Holiday Work 
 
A. Work on this Project is restricted to a normal eight (8) hour day, five (5) day week, with the 

CONTRACTOR and any SUBCONTRACTORS working the same shift.  Normal working hours are to be 
between 7:30 A.M. and 4:00 P.M., unless additional hours are authorized by the CITY.  The 
CONTRACTOR may request additional hours from the CITY and ENGINEER at least 48 hours prior to 
the need for the additional hours.  In the event of testing already in progress that will run later than 4:00 
P.M., the CONTRACTOR shall promptly notify the CITY to make provisions for evening work. 

 
B. Except as may be specified in permits issued by the CITY of Concord, no night, Saturday, Sunday, or 

holiday work requiring the presence of an CITY representative(s) or an Inspector will be permitted, and 
then only to such an extent as is absolutely necessary with the approval of the CITY. 

 
City of Concord, Fugitive Dust and Public Nuisance Ordinances 
 
The CONTRACTOR shall be very careful to comply with the CITY’s ordinances regarding Fugitive Dust and 
Nuisance Noise.  The ordinances referenced below are included as Attachments 6 and 7.  All work shall be 
conducted in conformance with Title I, General Code. 
 

·  Chapter 11, Public Nuisances, Article 11-3 Fugitive Dust: and 
·  Chapter 13, Public Health, Article 13-6-8 Public Nuisance 
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Protection of Existing Structures and Utilities 
 
All existing structures, underground utilities and overhead electric lines located on and adjacent to the Work shall 
be protected from damage related to CONTRACTOR’s operations for the duration of the Contract.    If any existing 
groundwater monitoring wells or other public or private infrastructure to be protected and preserved is damaged or 
destroyed, it is the responsibility of the CONTRACTOR to replace the damaged or destroyed structure, at the 
CONTRACTOR’s expense. 
 
Access to the Site and Site Secur ity 

 
The CONTRACTOR will be required to maintain Site security for the duration of the Contract. 
 
Site Safety  
 
The CONTRACTOR shall assume all responsibility for his/her construction means and methods, including safety 
of the work and shall take all necessary precautions for preventing injuries, including but not restricted to injuries to 
persons and property in and about the Work.  The CONTRACTOR shall bear responsibility for all damages caused 
directly and indirectly from CONTRACTOR’s activities performed under this Contract.   
 
General Protection 
 

·  The CONTRACTOR shall at his/her own expense protect any equipment that may be stored on the site.  
The CONTRACTOR shall provide lights and barriers and take all other precautions that may be necessary 
to protect life and property.  The CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for all damages resulting from any 
neglect or failure on their part to protect the site and/or the public. 

 
·  At the end of each work day over the course of the project, the CONTRACTOR shall secure the temporary, 

6-foot chain link fence which the contractors shall temporarily install around the Site.  The 
CONTRACTOR shall notify the City of Concord Police Department of the work being conducted and 
make appropriate arrangements with the Police Department, if additional security measures become 
necessary. 

 
·  The CONTRACTOR shall maintain suitable chain link fencing and/or security personnel during the course 

of the work, as necessary, to protect the public from any unsafe conditions.   
  
Emergency Addresses and Telephone Numbers 

 
The CONTRACTOR shall furnish the CITY, in writing, the names, addresses and telephone numbers of members 
of their organization to be contacted in the event of an off-hour emergency at the Site. 
 
Inspections and Tests 
 
The CITY, its agent or designee, shall at all times have the right to enter the premises upon which any work under 
the Contract is being conducted.  The CONTRACTOR shall furnish all reasonable facilities and give ample time 
for such inspection.  The CONTRACTOR also shall furnish all reasonable access for viewing the Work to the 
CITY and its representatives, the ENGINEER, and to accredited representatives of authorities having jurisdiction 
with respect to the work. 
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Weather  Conditions 
 

·  The CONTRACTOR shall take all necessary precautions for conducting the Work and keep the materials 
and the completed work protected from weather conditions.  Methods used for protection of work and 
materials shall meet with the approval of the CITY and/or ENGINEER. 

 
·  In case of severe weather, the CITY shall have the right to delay or suspend any portion of the Work; for 

such period or periods as may be deemed necessary because of conditions beyond the control of the 
CONTRACTOR.  No work shall be suspended or delayed without approval or order of the CITY.  The 
work shall be resumed when conditions warrant, as ordered by the CITY. 

 
·  The CONTRACTOR shall furnish all the necessary labor, materials, and equipment; shall take all 

necessary precautions; and shall assume the entire cost of handling all water resulting from intense storms 
or floods which may be encountered at any time during the construction of the work.  The manner of 
providing against any damage to the work during construction from such causes shall be left to the 
discretion of the CONTRACTOR; and the cost of all precautions to prevent such damage shall be included 
in the Bid.   

 
·  No additional compensation will be made to CONTRACTOR for replacement or repair of any damaged 

portions of the Work. 
 
·  CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for all snow plowing / snow and ice removal activities in order to 

facilitate the Work. 
 
Winter  Conditions 
 

·  CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for snow plowing as well as snow and/or ice removal as required to 
facilitate the Work.  No additional compensation shall be provided for such activities. 

 
Cleaning Up 
 

·  After the completion of the work, the CONTRACTOR shall remove all temporary structures and 
equipment furnished by the CONTRACTOR, all debris, and all surplus materials of any kinds from the 
Work, and shall dispose/recycle/reuse them in a manner satisfactory to the CITY.  The premises shall be 
left in a clean, presentable, and safe condition to be satisfactory to the CITY in its sole discretion. 

 
·  The CONTRACTOR shall repair all damages caused to streets, drives, curbs, sidewalks, fences, poles, 

pavement and the like outside the limits of the Work, where disturbed or damaged by site operations, and 
leave them in as good condition after completion of the work as before operations started. 

 
·  No separate compensation for any of the above described Work or materials will be allowed.  Any costs

1.01 PRE-CONSTRUCTION MEETING 
 

A. The CITY will schedule a pre-construction meeting to be attended by CITY and 
CONTRACTOR©S field superintendent. Prior to this meeting, CONTRACTOR shall make 
specified pre-construction submissions including following: 
 
1. Typed list of any SUBCONTRACTORS with addresses and telephone numbers; 
 
2. Certificates of insurance naming CITY and ENGINEER as additional insured; 
 
3. Payment and Performance bonds; 
 
4. Construction schedule; 
 
5. Site-Specific Health and Safety Plan;  
 
6. Traffic control plan and City Encumbrance Permit (included in these 

specifications) for demolition of structures along Crescent Street which will 
require partial closure of that roadway; and 

 
7. Schedule of values. 

 
B. Pre-construction meeting agenda will include following: 

 
1. Contract Administration including affirmative action requirements, processing 

applications for payment, and procedures for field changes and change orders. 
 

2. Construction Schedule including substantial completion date, and liquidated 
damages. 
 

3. Contractor submittals including a list of subcontractors (names, phone numbers, 
and addresses), certificates of insurance* , payment and performance bonds, 
construction schedule, site-specific health and safety plan (including all OSHA-
required written programs), asbestos abatement notification, EPA NESH-APS 
demolition notification, and receiving facility operating permits. 

 
*Refer to 1.01(A)(2) above 

 
4. Construction Activities shall include weekly construction progress meetings for the 

purpose of field verification and authorization of quantities prior to additional 
work being performed, site security and access, health and safety/first aid 
procedures, etc. 
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1.02 SCHEDULE OF VALUES AND APPLICATIONS FOR PAYMENT 
   

A. Refer to General Conditions, Subparagraph 4.3.7 and Article 9, for general provisions 
governing schedule of values and applications for payment. Use Paragraph 9.3 of the 
General Conditions as basis for format for listing costs. Itemize separately general cost 
items, such as bonds and allowances. Itemize change orders separately as they are 
approved. 

 
1.03 PROJECT RECORD DOCUMENTS 
 

A. Keep on file at job site one complete set of up-to-date Contract Documents, including 
drawings and specifications, addenda, testing data, change orders, field orders and other 
modifications.

PART 1-GENERAL 

 
1.01 WORK INCLUDED 

        
A.   The project includes building demolition, asbestos abatement, and removal of hazardous 

materials. Contaminants of concern are related to asbestos, airborne particulates, pigeon 
guano, heavy metals, and petroleum products. Physical hazards include limited access 
areas. 

 
1.02 WORKER HEALTH AND SAFETY 

 
A. Workers involved the management of contaminated materials have the potential to be 

exposed to contaminated soil and water through direct contact with soil and water and 
inhalation of dust and/or volatile organic compounds. 
 

B. Workers involved with interior portions of the Site buildings shall exercise extreme care 
because of limited access conditions. Safe corridors shall be clearly demarcated. Unsafe 
areas shall be improved as necessary to allow for safe access of personnel and equipment. 
 

C. The CONTRACTOR shall maintain a Site-specific health and safety plan (HASP) for its 
employees in compliance with the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) 
Standards defined in 29 CFR 1910.120. Each of the following topics must be addressed in 
the HASP: 
 

o safety and health risk or hazard analysis for each task or operation employee 
training 

o personal protective equipment 
o medical surveillance requirements 
o air monitoring protocol 
o site control 
o decontamination 
o emergency response plan 
o confined-space entry 
o spill-containment program 

 
D. The level of dermal and respiratory protection shall be determined based upon the 

requirements of the Site-specific HASP. Level D personal protection shall be the minimum 
personal protective level for all on-site personnel. Level D personal protection includes 
safety glasses, gloves, boots or shoes, hardhat and coveralls (or long sleeve shirt and long 
pants). There will be no smoking, eating, chewing gum or tobacco, drinking, or applying 
cosmetics in the work area. 

 
E. The CONTRACTOR shall maintain a copy of the Site-specific HASP at the Site during all 

operations.  Failure to keep a copy of the HASP on-site, or any other breach of the 
CONTRACTOR’S HASP, may be cause for stopping work at the cost of the 
CONTRACTOR.  Delays caused by the CONTRACTOR’S failure to comply with 29 CFR 
1910.120 shall constitute no additional costs or claims to the OWNER. 
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F. The Health and Safety Plan shall be a dynamic document with provision for the change to 
reflect new information, new practices or procedures, changing Site environmental 
conditions or other situations that may affect Site workers and the public.  Health and safety 
procedures provided by the Contractor shall comply with all the appropriate regulations that 
address employee working conditions (e.g. OSHA, RCRA, CERCLA).  In addition, 
guidelines of NIOSH, OSHA, USGG, EPA, etc., shall be followed.  Equipment used for the 
purpose of health and safety shall be approved and meet pertinent standards and 
specifications of the appropriate regulatory agencies. 

 
1.03 SUBMITTALS 

 
A. The Health and Safety Plan shall be submitted to the CITY and ENGINEER for approval 

at least two weeks prior to commencement of environmental work.  The review and 
acceptance of the plan by the CITY and/or ENGINEER does not relieve the 
CONTRACTOR of the responsibility for attaining the required degree of protection and 
training, or to comply with all laws, rules, regulations, standards or guidelines in effect 
during the execution of the contract.

C. Provide power panels, wiring, and outlets for construction operations, with branch wiring 
and distribution boxes located as required. Provide flexible power cords as required. 

 
D. Permanent convenience receptacles may not be utilized during construction. Outlets may 

be used if specifically approved by Contracting Officer. Provide adequate distribution 
equipment, wiring, and outlets to provide single-phase branch circuits for power and 
lighting: 
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E. Provide 20 ampere duplex outlets, single-phase circuits for power tools, as required, at 
each active work area. Provide 20 ampere, single-phase branch circuits for lighting. 

 
1.04 TEMPORARY TELEPHONE 

 
A. Provide, maintain and pay for telephone service to Project Site at location determined by 

Contracting Officer at time of project mobilization. Provide a telephone answering 
machine.  Use of cellular telephone with voice mail system is acceptable. 

 
1.05 FACSIMILE SERVICE 

 
A. Provide, maintain and pay for facsimile service and a dedicated telephone line to field 

office at time of project mobilization. 
 
1.06 TEMPORARY WATER 

 
A. Provide, maintain and pay for suitable quality water service required for construction 

operations. 
 
B. Temporary use of hydrant may be obtained at the CONTRACTOR’s expense by contacting 

the CITY’s water utilities department.  Provide temporary pipe insulation to prevent 
freezing in winter months. 

 
1.07 TEMPORARY SANITARY FACILITIES 

 
A. Provide and maintain required facilities and enclosures.

At such times deemed 
necessary by the OWNER, dust control shall be provided with sprinkling systems or 
equipment provided by the CONTRACTOR.

drawings and specifications, addenda, testing data, change orders, field orders and other 
modifications. 

 
B. Legibly record significant Site features and field changes, including physical ties, such as: 
 

1. Locations and tie information for all subsurface utilities and piping; 
 
2. Locations of USTs, subsurface piping, and limits of associated excavations;

4. Locations of crushed asphalt, brick, and concrete used to backfill excavations 

and/or building foundations; 
 
5. Any other subsurface utilities/features encountered during the Work. 

 
C. At completion of Work, prepare record drawing(s) of all items. Final payment for Project 

will not be made until OWNER reviews and approves of such record drawings. 
 

3.03 SITE MAINTENANCE & CLEANUP

DEMOLITION 

 
PART 1-GENERAL 

 
1.01 WORK INCLUDED 
 

a. Work under this section shall include the demolition, removal, and disposal of: 
·  2,300 +/- SF 1.5 story wood frame office building with slab foundation; 
·  4,000 +/- SF concrete waste water pre-treatment building and all associated subsurface 

piping, structures, and connections; 
·  100 +/- SF concrete block pump house building with associated subsurface piping, 

structures, and connections; 
·  Concrete slabs, fencing, utility poles, wiring, and associated structures for former electrical 

substation located at the premises; and, 
·  Removal of miscellaneous debris (tires, trash, empty 55 gallon drums, etc.), at the 

premises.  
 

b. CONTRACTOR shall verify the square footage of the various Site buildings as necessary to 
complete their bid. 

 
c. CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for cutting, capping, and demolishing all underground 

utilities which serve the premises.  The utilities should be disconnected at service mains in 
accordance with requirements set forth by the governing utility involved.  All on site 
underground utilities shall be demolished and removed from the property.  Utility trenches 
shall be backfilled in accordance with these specifications. 

 
d. CONTRACTOR shall demolish all structures, including removal of all foundations, piers, 

slabs, and footings.  All demolition debris shall be removed from the property and properly 
disposed of at facilities permitted to receive said materials.  

 
e. CONTRACTOR shall secure the project site with a temporary 6’  chain link fence prior to start 

of project.  CONTRACTOR shall arrange fence so as to provide for security of general area 
surrounding structures to be demolished, while allowing enough room for maneuvering of 
machinery, equipment, temporary facilities, and other tools / equipment required to complete 
the Work. 

 
f. CONTRACTOR shall back fill foundation holes and other excavation at premises in 

accordance with Section 2060 and Section 2200 “Earth Work” ; included within these 
specifications.  CONTRACTOR shall grade the property to match existing topography at the 
project site.  Maximum grade of any slopes shall be 4:1. 

 
1.02 APPLICABLE LAWS AND REGULATIONS 

 
A. State and Local regulations require roadways, sidewalks, railroad lines, or other means of 

egress; hydrants, fire lanes, or access to emergency utilities to be kept open and 
unobstructed at all times, unless a permit has been granted by the New Hampshire 
Department of Transportation (DOT)and/or the Concord Fire Department. 
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B. Demolition of buildings shall be conducted according to the State of New Hampshire Code 
of Administrative Rules, Env-Wm 100-300, 2100-3700 (Solid Waste Rules) and OSHA 
standard 29 CFR 1926 "Safety and Health Regulations For Construction." 

 
C. CONTRACTOR shall notify all the utilities having service connections within the 

buildings or structures, such as, water, electric, gas, sewer, and other utilities. Prior to 
demolition, the CONTRACTOR shall obtain a demolition permit from the CITY.  The 
demolition permit requires the CONTRACTOR to provide some basic information about 
the property, and requires original signatures from qualified representatives from 
associated utility companies and CITY agencies.  A copy of the demolition permit is 
included as Exhibit 1. 

 
D. CONTRACTOR shall immediately notify the CITY and ENGINEER if actual or suspected 

oil, hazardous material, and/or hazardous waste (OHM) are encountered during demolition. 
All OHM must be handled according to state and federal regulations including RSA 147-F 
(New Hampshire’s Brownfields Program) and the NHDES Contaminated Sites Risk 
Characterization and Management Policy (RCMP). 

 
1.03 ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS 

 
A. CONTRACTOR shall not begin demolition on any structures prior to verifying all 

hazardous materials are removed from buildings to be demolished.   
 
B. It is the preference of the OWNER that construction demolition materials be recycled 

whenever practical, rather than disposed of in a landfill. Recycling materials include brick, 
concrete, asphalt, metal, white goods, rubber tires, wood, and wood wastes. 

 
1.04 SUBMITTALS 

 
A. CONTRACTOR shall provide the ENGINEER with a list of all disposal/recycling 

facilities and backfill suppliers to be used for this project, at least one week prior to the 
start of on-site operations. 

 
B CONTRACTOR shall provide the ENGINEER with a demolition schedule at least one 

week prior to the start of on-site operations. In addition, the CONTRACTOR shall notify 
the CITY and ENGINEER at least 48 hours before on-site operations begin. 

 
C. Copies of all shipping receipts for off-site disposal/recycling of demolition debris shall be 

provided to tile ENGINEER within five (5) working days of shipment. 
 

 
PART 2 - PRODUCTS 

 
2.01 BACKFILL 

 
A. Common or Ordinary Borrow shall consist of a material satisfactory to the ENGINEER and not 

specified as Gravel Borrow, Sand Borrow, Special Borrow, or other particular kind of borrow. This 
material shall be free from organic material, weak or compressible material, highly plastic clays, 
frozen, or other unsuitable material. The maximum size for Ordinary Borrow shall be 6 inches 
(Section 02200 - Earthwork). 
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B. On-site material can be used for common borrow/fill if constituents greater than 6 inches in size are 
removed or crushed, the material conforms to the requirements specified in Section 02200 - 
Earthwork, and it can be placed and compacted according to the specifications. 

 
PART 3 - EXECUTION 

 
3.01 PROTECTION 

 
A. CONTRACTOR shall secure the Site at the end of each workday. 
 
B. CONTRACTOR shall conduct operations with a minimum of interference to public or 

private accesses and facilities; maintain Site access and egress at all times; and clean and 
keep clear all roadways daily, or as if required by the governing authority. 

 
C. Dust control shall be provided with sprinkling systems or equipment, provided by the 

CONTRACTOR. Dust control shall be performed as deemed necessary by the OWNER or 
ENGINEER.  No visible dust emissions shall be permitted during building demolition.  
Calcium Chloride may be used for dust control when water is not practical due to cold 
weather conditions. 

 
D. CONTRACTOR shall protect any buildings to remain, adjacent properties and facilities, 

bench marks, property corners, and all other survey monuments from damage or 
displacement. If a marker needs to be removed, it shall be referenced by a licensed land 
surveyor and replaced, as necessary, by the same. 

 
3.02 UTILITIES 

 
A. Notify DIGSAFE at least 72 hours, but not more than 30 days, prior to the start of on-site 

operations. 
 
B. Disconnect and demolish, where appropriate, all utilities encountered. The utilities should 

be disconnected at service mains in accordance with requirements set forth by the 
governing utility involved. 

 
1. Water and sewer service should be disconnected and capped at the main.  Contact 

the CITY’s Engineering Division to schedule an inspection upon completion of the 
capping, prior to backfilling. 

 
2. The CITY’s demolition permit requires each utility servicing the Site to be 

disconnected prior to obtaining the authorized signature required to obtain the 
permit.  This insures that all governing utilities will be notified and appropriately 
disconnected prior to the commencement of demolition work. 

 
C. No utilities, except certain utility poles and associated wires, as well as a storm water 

sewer main, are to remain on-site. 
 
D. No City utilities (water, sewer) shall be capped and back filled without inspection and 

authorization of the City Engineering Division. 
 
3.03 CLEARING AND FILLING DEPRESSIONS 
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A. Clearing shall include cutting, removal, and off-site disposal of trees, bushes, shrubs, 
stumps, fallen timber, refuse, trash, soil, fencing and other incidental structures or materials 
within the indicated limits of the building demolition. 

 
B. CONTRACTOR shall remove and recycle/dispose off-site of all scrap metal and solid 

waste within the indicated limits of the building demolition areas. 
 

C. Depressions from the removal of concrete slabs, foundations, basins, trees, bushes, shrubs, 
stumps, fallen timber, refuse, trash, soil, fencing, roots, scrap metal, solid waste, and 
building demolition shall be filled and compacted with suitable material as specified under 
Section 02200, Earthwork. 

 
3.04 DEMOLITION REQUIREMENTS 

 
A. Search the interior of each building for any animals or humans prior to demolition of the 

structure. 
 
B. Obtain written permission from adjacent property owners when demolition equipment will 

traverse, infringe upon, or limit access to their property. 
 
C. Clean adjacent structures and improvements of dust, dirt, and debris caused by demolition 

operations. Return adjacent areas to condition existing prior to start of work. 
 
3.05 DEMOLITION 

 
A. Demolish buildings completely and remove from Site using methods as required to 

complete work within limitations of governing regulations. 
 
B. Locate demolition equipment and remove materials so as to prevent excessive loading to 

supporting walls, floors, or framing. 
 
C. Proceed with demolition in systematic manner from top of structure to ground and 

complete demolition work above each floor or tier before disturbing supporting members 
or lower levels. 

 
.D. All interior vertical concrete, wood, and masonry walls, interior column footings, and 

concrete footings used to support overhead equipment shall be completely removed.  
 
E. All existing bituminous asphalt surfaces shall be preserved.  
 
F. All interior and exterior trash and solid waste shall be removed, containerized, transported, 

and properly disposed. 
 
3.06 FILLING EXCAVATIONS 

 
A. Completely fill to grade all areas resulting from demolition of building, basement, tanks, 

etc. using approved select fill materials consisting of stone, gravel and sand free from 
debris, trash, frozen materials, roots, and other organic matter. 

 
B. Ensure that areas to be filled are free of standing water, frost, frozen, or unsuitable 

material, trash, and debris prior to fill placement. 
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C. Place fill materials in horizontal layers not exceeding 12 inches in loose depth and compact 

each layer at optimum moisture content of fill material to proposed density, unless 
subsequent excavation for new work is required. 

 
D. Fill materials shall consist of off-site materials and may also include crushed on-site brick 

and concrete materials. Any on-site materials used for backfill shall be crushed to 6-inch 
minus and shall be free of reinforcing bars, metal, and wood.  ENGINNER shall approve 
on-site fill materials prior to placement. Any use of on-site crushed brick or concrete shall 
be commingled with off-site common borrow (50% on-site and 50% offsite) and 
compacted. No lead-based painted br ick or  concrete mater ials shall be re-used as on-
site fill. Refer to Section 02090 for lead-based painted areas. 

 
E. Grade surface to match adjacent grades and to provide flow of surface drainage to existing 

catch basins after fill placement and compaction. 
 
 
3.07 REMOVAL AND ABANDONMENT OF UTILITIES 

 
A. All service lines such as water pipes, sewer pipes and the like shall be terminated in 

accordance with the governing utility company. 
 
B. All existing water gates and fire hydrants located around the perimeter of the Site shall 

remain. 
 
C. The existing telephone and electrical lines which serve building(s) to be demolished shall 

be disconnected.  All onsite poles for such services shall be removed, provided no other 
service connections for other properties are included on said poles. 

 
3.08 MANAGEMENT OF DEMOLITION DEBRIS 

 
A. Remove from Site all debris, rubbish, and other materials resulting from demolition 

operations. 
 
B. No burning of any material, debris, or trash on-site shall be allowed. 
 
C. During the recycling/disposal of demolition materials the CONTRACTOR shall ensure 

that non-hazardous and hazardous materials are not commingled. The CONTRACTOR 
shall be responsible for any additional costs caused by commingling of dissimilar 
demolition debris or OHM. 

 
D. Transport materials removed from demolished structures with appropriate vehicles and 

recycle/dispose off-site to areas that are approved for recycling/disposal by governing 
authorities and appropriate property owners. 

 
E. Construction demolition debris shall be segregated by type (i.e., asphalt, brick, concrete, 

metal, wood, and wood wastes) for recycling. Materials not suitable for recycling shall be 
disposed of.

F. Asphalt, brick, and concrete (ABC) materials may be crushed on-site to a maximum size of 
less than six (6) inches, provided these mater ials do not contain lead based paint. The 
crushed materials may be used to backfill portions of excavations and basements. Excess 
asphalt, brick, and concrete materials shall be disposed/recycled off-site.  Reference is 
made to Section 0220-Earthwork.

1.04 WORKER PROTECTION 

 
A. Personal Protective Equipment

on which the drum was filled. All waste shall be transported to a licensed hazardous waste 
recycling/disposal facility. 

 
C. CONTRACTOR shall supply a Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest (EPA Form 8700-22) 

or alternate, which contains substantially similar information to be signed by the generator, 
CONTRACTOR, and disposal facility.

PART 1-GENERAL 

 
1.01 GENERAL PROVISIONS 

 
A. In addition to the requirements specified herein, refer to all Contract Drawings and contract 

appendices for a complete description of removal work required to be performed under this 
Section. 

 
B. All provisions of this Specification relating to health and safety of workers, the public, and 

protection of the environment are minimum standards and are solely the responsibility of 
CONTRACTOR. CONTRACTOR is responsible for determining whether any additional 
and/or more stringent protective measures are required by any federal, state, or local 
regulations, ordinances or guidelines. Failure on behalf of CONTRACTOR to comply with 
all applicable requirements does not relieve CONTRACTOR from any liability and/or 
requirements for performance of the work. 

 
1.02 DEFINITIONS/REGULATORY AGENCIES 

 
A. The following definitions are hereby made part of this Specification: 
 

1. Abatement: The processes used to control asbestos-containing materials (ACM) 
and associated dusts during removal in buildings. 

 
2. Action Level: A worker exposure concentration of total airborne fibers above 0.1 

fibers per cubic centimeter of air (fibers/cc) as a time-weighted average (TWA) for 
more than 30 days per year. 

 
3. Amended Water: Water containing a surfactant (wetting agent). 

 
4. Area Monitoring: Sampling of total airborne fiber concentrations outside a 

negative pressure enclosure or within a glove bag removal work area. 
 

5. City: The City of Concord, New Hampshire 
 

6. Clean Room: An uncontaminated change room contiguous to the work area(s) 
having facilities for storage of employees© personal clothing and uncontaminated 
work clothes, materials and equipment. 

 
7. Clearance Criteria: Total airborne concentration of fibers/cc used to establish 

completion of the work in whole (0.010 fibers/cc). 
 

8. Containment Barrier: An airtight barrier, constructed with two layers of 6-mil 
thickness polyethylene sheeting and duct tape that surrounds and seals the outer 
perimeter of the negative pressure enclosure where ACM are made friable during 
removal, including the decontamination facility. 
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9. Decontamination (Decon) Facility: A contained area contiguous to the abatement 
work area that consists of an equipment room, a clean room and a shower room 
that is used for decontamination of workers, materials and equipment. 

 
10. Demolition: The removal of any load-supporting member of the building. 

 
11. Engineer:  Scott Lawson Group Ltd. 

 
12. HEPA Filtered-Equipment: High Efficiency Particulate Air (HEPA)-filtered 

vacuuming or exhaust ventilation equipment with a UL 586 filter system. Filters 
shall be of 99.97 % efficiency for retaining 0.3 micron (u) diameter particles. 

 
13. Industrial Hygienist: A State of New Hampshire-licensed (Department of Labor 

and Workforce Development) company with current New Hampshire certified 
project monitors who perform visual inspections of abatement work areas and 
conduct aggressive clearance air monitoring. 

 
14. Permissible Exposure Limit (PEL): 0.1 fibers/cc based upon an 8-hour TWA. 

 
15. Local Exhaust Ventilation System: A pressure differential system utilizing HEPA 

air filtration devices that is capable of maintaining lower air pressure inside the 
work area and exhausts air outside the work area. 

 
16. Prior Experience: Experience required of CONTRACTOR on asbestos abatement 

projects of similar magnitude and scope to ensure capability of performing the 
abatement in a satisfactory manner. Similarities shall be in areas related to material 
composition, project size, number of employees, and the engineering work 
practices and personal protection controls required. 

 
17. Sample Location: Area or place where an air, bulk, or wipe sample is collected. 

 
18. Time Weighted Average (TWA): The TWA is an 8-hour time weighted average 

worker exposure to a hazardous or harmful substance. 
 

19. Wet Cleaning: The process of eliminating asbestos contamination from building 
surfaces, equipment, and other objects by using cloths, mops, or other cleaning 
tools that have been dampened with water and surfactants and by afterwards 
disposing of these cleaning tools and water as contaminated wastes. 

 
20. Work Area: An asbestos control area consisting of designated rooms, spaces or 

areas of the project in which asbestos abatement are to be undertaken which will 
render ACM friable, or which may be contaminated as a result of such abatement 
actions. A contained work area is a work area which has been completely sealed 
with polyethylene sheeting, negative pressure is established, and equipped with a 
decon area for personnel and equipment.

1.04 SUBMITTALS 
 

A. Prior to the initiation of work, Contractor shall provide three (3) copies of the following: 
 

1. Copies of all notifications to government agencies, permits, applications, licenses, 
and like documents required by federal, state, or local regulations obtained or 
submitted in proper fashion to perform the work required by these Specifications. 

 
2. Copies of Contractor©s current license and copies of each supervisors’  and workers’  

current license to perform asbestos work. 
 
3. Written description of all procedures, methods, or equipment to be utilized by 

Contractor that differs from the Contract Specification, including manufacturers© 
specifications for any equipment not specified for use in the Contract 
Specification. 

 
4. A list of all equipment to be used on-site, by make and model, including negative 

air pressure equipment, HEPA filter-equipped vacuums, water atomizing devices, 
waste removal equipment and vehicles to be used. 

 
5. Chain of command of responsibility at Work Site, including supervisors, foremen, 

and competent person, and their names, resumes, and certificates of training. 
 
6. Name, address, and identification number of waste haulers and proposed disposal 

sites. 
 
7. Name, address, and license of third party independent hygienist firm who will 

conduct visual inspections and closure air monitoring for the project. 
 
8. Excess Asbestos Liability Insurance Certificate. 

 
Note on Insurance: 
 
In addition to Insurance requirements in other Sections of this Specification, 
Contractor shall provide $1,000,000 excess asbestos liability insurance policy for 
the Project, with The City of Concord as "Additional Insureds". 
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1.05 SITE SECURITY 

 
A. Site and buildings (if applicable) shall be secured at the end of each work shift using the 

existing chain-link fences installed by others at each Site. The Demolition Contractor shall 
be responsible for providing the Asbestos Abatement Contractor with one set of keys to the 
padlocks at each location. 

 
PART 2 - MATERIALS AND EQUIPMENT 

 
2.01 MATERIALS 

 
A. Deliver all materials in the original packages, containers or bundles bearing the name of 

manufacturer. 
 
B. Store all materials subject to damage above the ground, away from wet or damp 
 surfaces and under sufficient cover to prevent damage or contamination. 
 
C. Replacement materials shall be stored outside of the work area until abatement is 

completed. 
 
D. Damaged, deteriorating, contaminated, or previously used products or equipment shall not 

be used on this project, and shall be removed from the Site and properly disposed. 
 
E. Polyethylene sheeting for walls shall be a minimum of 6-mil thickness and fire retardant; 

sheeting shall be used in widths selected to minimize the frequency of joints. 
 
F. The method of attaching polyethylene sheeting shall be reviewed by the CITY and selected 

by CONTRACTOR to minimize damage to equipment and surfaces. Methods of 
attachment may include any combination of duct tape or other waterproof tape, furring 
strips, spray glue, staples, nails, screws or other procedures capable of sealing adjacent 
sheets of polyethylene and capable of sealing polyethylene to dissimilar finished or 
unfinished surfaces under both wet and dry conditions (including the use of amended 
water). 

 
G. Polyethylene sheeting used for workers decontamination facility shall be opaque white or 

black in color. 
 
H. Disposal bags shall be 6-mil thickness polyethylene, pre-printed with labels as required by 

EPA regulation 40 CFR 61.22(C) as well as all DOT regulations. 
 
I. If used, disposal drums shall be waterproof (metal, fiberglass, or other waterproof 

container) with locking ring tops which, when sealed, are air and water tight. 
 
J. Stick-on labels as per EPA, DOT and OSHA Regulations must be applied to disposal 

drums and any other packages containing asbestos-contaminated items. 
 
K. Asbestos warning signs conforming to OSHA 29 CFR 1926.1101(k) shall be posted at all 

approaches and/or entrances to work areas where asbestos fiber levels may exceed 
background levels. 
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L. ABC-type fire extinguishers, properly pressurized and in good working condition shall be 
conspicuously placed in all work areas and in the clean room of the personnel decon 
facility. 

 
M. An adequately-stocked first aid kit shall be conspicuously placed in the clean room of the 

personnel decon. 
 
N. Surfactant (wetting agent) shall be a 50/50 mixture of polyoxyethylene ether and 

polyoxyethylene ester, or equivalent, mixed in a proportion of 1 fluid ounce to 5 gallons of 
water or as specified by manufacturer. (An equivalent surfactant shall be understood to 
mean a material with a surface tension of 29 dynes/cm as tested in its properly mixed 
concentration, using ASTM method D1331-56-"Surface and Interfacial Tension of 
Solutions of Surface Active Agents"). 

 
O. Penetrating encapsulating agents used to seal residual asbestos fibers shall meet the 

following criteria: 
 

1. Encapsulation material shall be approved for use on asbestos as per recommended 
EPA criteria as tested by Batelle Laboratories. 

 
2. Documentation regarding proposed encapsulation materials, including MSDS 

sheets and manufacturers application instructions, shall be reviewed by the CITY 
or the INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST before application. 

 
3. Encapsulation must be applied according to manufacturer©s instructions. 
 
4. The application of some encapsulants may require respirator cartridges other than 

High Efficiency Particulate Air (HEPA). The additional cartridges must be used in 
conjunction with the required HEPA filters for continued protection against 
asbestos fibers. 

 
2.02 EQUIPMENT 

 
A. CONTRACTOR shall provide approved respirators and protective clothing to all workers 

and all representatives of the CITY, state, or other governmental entity who may inspect 
the Site. 

 
B.     Protective clothing requirements: 
 

1. Full body coveralls (tyvek or equal) will be worn one time only and disposed as 
asbestos-contaminated waste when removed in equipment room of decon.  In no 
instance shall coveralls be re-used. 

 
2. Head cover (tyvek or equal) will be worn one time only and disposed as 

contaminated waste. Under no circumstances shall respirator straps be worn over 
head coverings, 
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3. Boots or shoe covers; no street shoes will be allowed in the work area. All work 
boots or shoes worn in the work area shall remain in the equipment room, or will 
be decontaminated in the shower before removal to a clean area. Contaminated 
work shoes may be placed in a 6-mil thickness polyethylene bag for transfer to 
another work site. Safety shoes shall be used as appropriate. 

 
4. Hard hats, where appropriate, are to remain in the equipment room or to be 

decontaminated before removal to a clean area. 
 
5. Eye protection, where appropriate, shall remain in the equipment room or shall be 

decontaminated before removal to a clean area. 
 
6. Gloves shall be used, as appropriate, during abatement procedures. Gloves shall 

remain in the work area and be disposed at project closeout as asbestos waste. 
 
C. CONTRACTOR shall require that ALL persons wear ALL appropriate protective 

equipment during ALL facets of asbestos abatement. 
 
D. Respiratory protective equipment shall be selected according to OSHA Title 29 CFR Part 

1926.1101 (h), 29 CFR 1910.134 and ANSI Z88.2-1980. Respirators must also be NIOSH-
approved for protection against asbestos exposure. 

 
E. Respirators: 
 

1. Single-use, disposable respirators shall not be used and shall not be allowed on-
site. 

 
2. Negative exposure assessments must be performed unless historical data is 

available from similar jobs for removal methods expected to be used on this 
project. Historical data must be current (within the last 12 months). 
CONTRACTOR is responsible for determining airborne fiber concentrations in 
each work area for each phase of work (i.e. work area preparation, demolition, 
gross removal and fine cleaning). Personal air sampling shall be conducted at the 
start of each phase of work. Each personal air sample shall run a minimum of 30 
minutes at a minimum of 2 liters per minute. It is the responsibility of 
CONTRACTOR to insure that workers wear suitable respiratory protection at all 
times if exposure to asbestos fibers is a possibility. This includes during work area 
preparations and dismantling of work areas. CONTRACTOR shall be responsible 
for daily air monitoring (personal). Written results of personal air monitoring shall 
be submitted to the CITY or INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST within 48 hours of the 
sampling period. If these sample results are not submitted within 48 hours of their 
collection, work shall stop until air sample results are submitted. 

 
3. Workers must perform positive and negative air pressure fit tests each time a 

respirator is worn. Powered air-purifying respirators (PAPR) shall be tested for 
adequate flow each time upon entry to the work area as specified by the 
manufacturer. 
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4. Workers shall be given a qualitative fit test in accordance with procedures detailed 
in the OSHA Asbestos Construction Standard (29 CFR 1926.1101, Appendix C, 
Qualitative Fit Test Protocols) for all respirators to be used on this abatement 
project. An appropriately administered quantitative fit test may be substituted for 
the qualitative fit test. 

 
5. Documentation of adequate respirator fit must be provided to the CITY. 
 
6. No one wearing a beard shall be permitted to wear a respirator and enter the work 

area unless equipped with a NIOSH-approved hooded respirator. 
 
F. CONTRACTOR shall have available air filtering equipment (HEPA units) capable of 

filtering particles of 0.3 µ diameter at 99.97% efficiency. The CITY or the INDUSTRIAL 
HYGIENIST must approve air-filtering devices. There shall be a sufficient number of 
HEPA units to provide a minimum of four (4) air changes per hour in the work area. HEPA 
units must be exhausted outside of the building away from walkways and building air 
intakes unless on-site, in-position DOP tests (conforming to ANSI N-S10) certify that 
HEPA units are functioning properly. HEPA units and exhausts will be placed as far as 
possible from the decon. The CITY and/or the INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST may, at any 
time, require DOP testing of any or all HEPA filtered equipment. Reasons for requiring on-
site, in-position DOP tests may include, but are not limited to: 

 
·  obvious holes or gouges in HEPA filters; 
·  cracked, brittle or otherwise inferior exhaust flex ducts; 
·  increased fiber concentrations in areas around exhaust of HEPA filtered equipment; 
·  visible emissions from air filtering devices or from exhaust ducts. 

 
G. All dry vacuums must be equipped with HEPA filters (99.97% efficient at 0.3 µ diameter). 
 
H. CONTRACTOR shall have available sufficient equipment to mix and spray wetting agent 

and encapsulants. The CITY or the INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST must approve the 
equipment. 

 
I. CONTRACTOR shall have a sufficient quantity of scaffolding, ladders, platforms, hand 

tools and materials to conduct the abatement project in an efficient and workman-like 
manner. All equipment shall be used according to OSHA Safety and Health Standards for 
the Construction Industry (29 CFR, Part 1926) and to manufacturer©s recommended use. 

 
J. All electrical cords and connections within all work areas shall be protected with ground 

fault circuit interrupters (GFCI). If an electric panel board is used, it must be positioned 
outside the work area and it must be connected and energized by a licensed electrician. If 
an electrical panel board is not used, electrical power must come from outside the work 
area. GFCI boxes must be located outside the work area so that electrical cords entering the 
work area are also protected by GFCL At no time and under no circumstances will 
electrical connections to outlets within the work area be allowed unless those outlets are on 
an electrical panel, which is protected with GFCI. 

 
K. Rubber dustpans and rubber squeegees shall be provided for cleaning. 
 
L. Brushes utilized for removing loose asbestos-containing material shall have nylon or fiber 

bristles. Metal bristle brushes will not be allowed at the Site. 
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M. A sufficient supply of HEPA filter-equipped vacuum systems shall be available during 

cleaning activities. 
 
N. Any equipment which cannot be adequately cleaned before removal from the work area 

(brushes, vacuum wands, gloves, boots, etc.) shall be placed into two (2) 6-mil thickness 
polyethylene bags that shall be sealed air-tight before removal to a clean area. 

 
O. Water filtration devices shall be capable of removing all particles greater than 5 µ in length 

and 3 µ in diameter. 
 
 

PART 3 - EXECUTION 
 

3.01 PREPARATION 
 
A. CONTRACTOR shall post caution signs meeting the specifications of OSHA 29 CFR 

1926.1101 (k) at any location or approach to a location where airborne fiber concentrations 
of asbestos may exceed ambient background levels. Caution signs shall be posted at a 
sufficient distance from the work area to permit an employee to read the sign and take the 
necessary protective measures to avoid exposure. Additional caution signs may need to be 
posted following construction of workplace enclosure barriers. Critical barriers shall 
include but not be limited to large openings, such as doors or passageways. Critical barriers 
shall constitute the outermost boundary of the work area and shall be erected of suitable 
solid construction material such as plywood, sheet-rock, gypsum board or consist of 
existing suitable barriers and partitions. Polyethylene sheeting on open framing is not a 
suitable critical barrier. 

 
B. CONTRACTOR shall seal all intake and exhaust vents in the work area with tape and 6-

mil thickness polyethylene sheeting. Also, seal any seams in system components that pass 
through the work area. 

 
C. CONTRACTOR shall perform all demolition necessary to access asbestos materials that 

will be removed. This includes, but is not limited to, wood finishes, ceiling tiles, and metal 
pipe and boiler jackets. 

 
D. CONTRACTOR shall provide sanitary facilities for abatement personnel outside of the 

enclosed work area and maintain them in a clean and sanitary condition throughout the 
project. 

 
E. The CONTRACTOR shall provide water for construction purposes. The CONTRACTOR 

shall coordinate with the CITY if CITY fire hydrants are used for construction purposes. 
CONTRACTOR shall comply with all CITY procedures including installation of a meter 
to measure water consumption; water consumption will be at CONTRACTOR©s cost. 

 
F. The CONTRACTOR shall provide power for construction purposes. The CONTRACTOR 

shall coordinate with Unitil / Concord Electric Company (Mr. Terry Gregg (603) 227-
4519) to provide service. 
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G. CONTRACTOR shall remove all non-asbestos-contaminated furniture/debris/solid waste 
existing in the buildings, only if it interferes with the Work. The CONTRACTOR shall 
decontaminate all non-porous materials and discard as solid waste. Porosity of materials 
and feasibility of decontamination shall be at the discretion of the INDUSTRIAL 
HYGIENIST. 

 
H. CONTRACTOR shall pre-clean all remaining surfaces in the work area using HEPA filter-

equipped vacuums and/or wet wiping methods, as appropriate. Do not use any methods 
that would raise dust such as dry sweeping or vacuuming with equipment not equipped 
with HEPA filters. Do not disturb ACM during the pre-cleaning phase. 

 
I. If necessary, CONTRACTOR shall enclose fixed objects in two (2) layers of 6-mil 

thickness polyethylene sheeting and seal securely in place with tape (e.g. permanent 
fixtures, mechanical equipment). 

 
J. CONTRACTOR shall completely seal all walls, windows, doorways, corridor entrances, 

drains, ducts, grills, grates, diffusers, skylights, and any other openings between the work 
area and uncontaminated areas outside of the work area (including the outside of the 
building) with two (2) layers of 6-mil thickness polyethylene sheeting and tape in areas 
where ACM will be rendered friable during removal. 

 
3.02 PERSONNEL DECONTAMINATION 

 
A. CONTRACTOR shall provide an adequate decon to insure that ACM are not allowed to 

contaminate areas outside the work area. The location and construction of this facility shall 
be contiguous to the work area. The decon will include the following: 

 
·  Clean room - Where employees change from street clothes to clean disposable clothes 

and respirators. This room must be large enough to allow for changing and storing of 
clothes. No asbestos-contaminated items are permitted in this room. 
 

·  Shower room - A separate room used for transit by cleanly dressed people entering the 
work area from clean room and for showering of all persons leaving contaminated areas 
to enter clean areas. Hot and cold water must be provided at the tap in each shower. 
There shall be at least one shower for every eight workers in the work area at any time. 
Wastewater shall be treated as contaminated waste or may be passed through a filter, 
which will remove all particulates greater than or equal to 5 µ in length and 3 µ in 
diameter. Only after such filtering may tile water be disposed as uncontaminated 
wastewater. 
 

·  Equipment area - ALL contaminated equipment, clothing or other items (except 
respirator) must be left at this location before leaving the work area. 
 

·  Air-locks of one foot (1’ ) minimum depth shall be constructed of two 6-mil thickness, 
polyethylene sheeting full flaps and shall be located between either side of the Shower 
Room to separate contiguous chambers. 
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B. EVERYONE entering the work area(s) shall observe the following entry and exit 
procedures when using a three-chambered decon: 

 
·  Enter clean room and remove ALL street clothes, don disposable underwear, clean 

overalls, respirator and any other required personal protective equipment and proceed 
through the shower room into the equipment room. Workers shall inspect respirators and 
perform positive and negative pressure checks or check flow rate (if powered- or 
supplied-air respirators are worn) before entering work areas; 
 

·  Any additional required equipment or clothing left in the equipment room is donned. Re-
entry into a clean area from this room must be preceded by a thorough shower; 
 

·  Proceed to work area; 
 

·  Before leaving the work area, workers shall remove all visible contamination and debris 
from coveralls and equipment; 
 

·  Proceed to the equipment room and remove all clothing and equipment EXCEPT 
respirator. Additional work clothing may be stored in the equipment room. Coveralls are 
placed in a bag for disposal with other contaminated material. Proceed to shower room 
and take thorough shower before removing respirator; 
 

·  After showering (and only after showering), the worker may proceed to the clean room. 
Employee must take a thorough shower including completely washing his/her hair; and 
 

·  Respirators must be thoroughly washed. 
 

Note: No eating, drinking, smoking, chewing tobacco or gum, or applying cosmetics shall 
be permitted in or adjacent to the work area. Workers shall thoroughly wash prior to 
performing the referenced functions. 

 
3.03 MAINTENANCE OF WORKPLACE BARRIERS AND WORKER DECONTAMINATION 

ENCLOSURE SYSTEMS 
 
A. In areas where ACM will be rendered friable during removal, all polyethylene barriers 

inside the workplace, in the worker decon and at partitions constructed to isolate the work 
area from occupied areas shall be inspected at least twice daily, prior to the start of each 
day©s abatement activities and following the completion of the day©s abatement activities. 
Document inspections and observations in the daily project log. 

 
1. Use smoke tubes to test the effectiveness of the barrier system before disturbing 

ACM. 
 
2. Damage and defects in the enclosure system are to be repaired immediately upon 

discovery. 
 
3. At any time during the abatement activities after barriers have been erected, if 

visible material is observed outside of the work area or if damage occurs to the 
barriers, work cleaning procedures. 
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4. If air samples collected outside of the work area during abatement activities 
indicate airborne fiber concentrations greater than 0.010 fibers per cubic 
centimeter of air (fibers/cc), work shall immediately stop for inspection and repair 
of barriers. Cleaning of surfaces outside the work area using HEPA filter-equipped 
vacuums or wet cleaning methods may be necessary. This cleaning shall be 
conducted, where necessary, at no cost to the CITY. 

 
B. If more than one HEPA air filtration device is installed, the units should be activated one at 

a time, checking the integrity of wall barriers for secure attachment and need for additional 
reinforcement.  Insure that adequate power supply is available to satisfy the requirements 
of the HEPA units. Enough air filtration devices shall be operated throughout the project to 
provide at lease four (4) air changes in the work areas each hour. A negative air pressure 
differential of at least -0.02 inches of water column shall be maintained in the work area 
throughout the project. Air filtration devices shall be exhausted to the outside of the 
building whenever possible. Extension ducting shall be used to reach from the work area to 
the outside where required. Careful installation, air monitoring, and daily inspections shall 
be performed to insure that the ducting does not release asbestos fibers into 
uncontaminated building areas. 

 
C. Once the enclosure is constructed and reinforced with air filtration devices in operation, 

test the negative pressure enclosure for leakage utilizing smoke tubes. Repair or reconstruct 
the enclosure as needed, 

 
D. Clearly identify and maintain emergency and fire exits from the work area. 
 
E. Remove, clean, and enclose in polyethylene sheeting the ceiling mounted objects such as 

lights and other items that may interfere with the abatement process, and that were not 
previously cleaned and sealed. 

 
3.04 WORK SHALL NOT OCCUR UNTIL: 

 
A. The enclosure system has been constructed and tested for integrity. 
 
B. Negative air pressure ventilation systems are functioning adequately. 
 
C. All pre-abatement submissions, notifications, postings, and permits have been provided 

and are satisfactory to the CITY. 
 
D. All equipment for abatement, cleaning and disposal are available. 
 
E. All worker training (and certification) is provided by the CONTRACTOR and reviewed by 

the CITY or the INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST. Documentation shall be available at the Site. 
 
F. CONTRACTOR receives written permission from the CITY or the ENGINEER to 

commence abatement. 
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3.05 ALTERNATIVE PROCEDURES 
 
A. Procedures described in this specification are to be used at all times. 
 
B. If specified procedures cannot be utilized, a request must be made in writing to the CITY 

that provides details of the problem encountered and recommended alternatives. 
 
C. Alternative procedures shall provide equivalent or greater protection than procedures that 

they replace. 
 
D. Any alternative procedure must be approved in writing by the CITY prior to 

implementation. 
 

3.06 METHODS OF REMOVAL 
 
A. GENERAL 
 

1. Wet all ACM with an amended water solution using equipment capable of 
providing a fine spray mist in order to reduce airborne fiber concentrations when 
the material is disturbed. Saturate the material to the substrate; however, do not 
allow excessive water to accumulate in the work area. Keep all removed material 
wet enough to prevent fiber release until it can be containerized for disposal. 
Maintain a high humidity in the work area by misting the air to assist in fiber 
settling and reduce airborne concentrations. Do not use atomizing misters with 
amended water as this may cause airborne surfactants to be drawn into the lungs of 
work area occupants. Surfactants shall, however, be used to amend all water 
sources used to directly wet ACM before removal. Wetting procedures shall be 
used in all cases and at all times. 

 
2. Saturated ACM shall be removed in manageable sections. Removal shall be carried 

out in such a manner as to minimize the disturbance of the material to the greatest 
degree possible. Removed material will be containerized as soon as possible after 
removal (and will be containerized before moving to a new location for 
continuance of work). Surrounding areas shall be periodically sprayed and 
maintained in a wet condition until all visible material is cleaned. 

 
3. Containers (6-mil thickness polyethylene bags or drums) shall be sealed when full. 

Bags shall be deflated while within the work area and sealed airtight. Containers 
shall be labeled according to EPA regulations (40 CFR Part 61.22 (c)) and DOT 
regulations (49 CFR Part 172 Subpart E). If bags are used, "double bagging" is 
required. The first bag shall be wet cleaned after sealing and then placed into a 
clean second bag in the decon before removal from the work area. Bags shall not 
be overfilled. The bags shall be sealed airtight and secured by tying and/or duct 
tape. 

 
4. Asbestos-containing waste with sharp-edged components that may tear bags shall 

be placed into labeled sealed drums for disposal. Large components such as 
transite panels may be wrapped in two separate layers of 6-mil thickness 
polyethylene sheeting and labeled as asbestos. 
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5. After all ACM have been removed, surfaces from which the ACM have been 
removed shall be wet brushed (nylon bristles) and sponged or cleaned by an 
equivalent method to remove all visible residue. 

 
6. Remove all containerized waste from the work area. If a waste container transport 

interlock is available, containers may not pass through the decon. During waster 
transfer, the decon shall be sealed airtight and removal activities shall stop until the 
waster transfer interlock is re-sealed. 

 
7. Wet clean all surfaces in the work area and remove all visible debris. A wet/dry 

shop vacuum may be used to remove excess water and gross wet debris (within the 
work area only). 

 
8. Decontaminate all tools and equipment and remove at the appropriate time in 

cleaning sequence. Any piece of equipment that is brought into the work area must 
be thoroughly decontaminated in the equipment room before being removed from 
the work area. All gross material must be removed in the work area. Final 
decontamination will take place in the equipment room. The INDUSTRIAL 
HYGIENIST must be notified before removal of any equipment from the work 
area occurs. 

 
9. The INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST shall inspect the work area at this time for visible 

debris. If any visible debris is detected, cleaning shall be repeated until approved 
by the INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST. 

 
10. HEPA air filtration units must be kept functioning during final cleaning, inspection 

and air monitoring procedures until the required total airborne fiber concentration 
is achieved. 

 
B. BLOCK-TYPE AND PAPER-TYPE PIPE INSULATIONS (GLOVEBAG REMOVAL) 
 

1. Glovebag operations shall be conducted in conformance with the work practices 
set forth in OSHA Asbestos Regulations (29 CFR, 1926.1101(g)(5)(ii)) and 
Section 3.06(A) of this specification. A glovebag is a single-use device that shall 
be disposed after removal of a single section of ACM insulation (4 Linear or 
square feet or less). In interior areas where > 25 linear feet or square feet of ACM 
are removed using the glovebag method, a mini-containment shall be constructed 
in accordance with OSHA Regulations (29 CFR, Part 1926.1101(g)(5)(vi)). 

 
2. All moveable, uncontaminated objects shall be removed from the work area prior 

to work area preparations. Non-movable objects shall be covered and sealed 
airtight with 6-mil thick polyethylene prior to the disturbance of ACM. 

 
3. All critical barriers shall be completely sealed with two layers of 6-mil thickness 

polyethylene sheeting in areas where > 25 linear feet or square feet of ACM will 
be removed by glovebag method (mini-containment) in accordance with OSHA 
Regulations (29 CFR, Part 1/26.1101(g)(5)(vi)). 

 
4. One layer of 6-mil thickness polyethylene sheeting shall be placed directly beneath 

all glovebags. 
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5. All persons except those directly involved in the glovebag operation shall be 
excluded from the work area. Warning signs that comply with 29 CFR 
1926.1101(k) must be posted at the entrance to the work area. 

 
6. The work area shall be maintained under a negative air pressure differential 

relative to adjacent areas throughout the glovebag removal operation. 
 
7. Workers performing the glovebag removal shah wear disposable clothing and, at a 

minimum, a half-face negative pressure air-purifying respirator equipped with 
dual, HEPA filter cartridges. 

 
8. The ACM shall be wet prior to installing glovebags and again prior to removal; 

ACM shall be maintained in a wet condition inside the glovebag at all times. 
 
9. Care shall be taken installing the glovebags on damaged pipe insulation. A HEPA 

filter-equipped vacuum shall be available during installation to collect any fiber 
releases. Glovebags shall be installed so that they completely cover the ACM in 
such a manner as to prevent leakage of air or asbestos fibers. The arms, open 
edges, and other openings in the glovebag shall be sealed with duct tape (2 layers). 

 
10. All surfaces inside the glovebag from which ACM has been removed and the 

upper portion of the glovebag itself shall be cleaned by wet wiping until no visible 
material remains. 

 
11. Removed ACM shall be deposited in the bottom of the glovebag. A HEPA filter-

equipped vacuum shall be employed to exhaust excess air from the bag. The 
glovebag and its contents shall be removed from the pipe, fittings or boiler doors 
and immediately containerized in a second, labeled 6-mil thick polyethylene bag 
inside the mini-containment before disposal. 

 
C. FLOOR TILE AND MASTIC ADHESIVE 
 

1. All critical barriers shall be completely sealed in two layers of 6-mil thickness 
polyethylene sheeting. 

 
2. A sufficient number of HEPA units shall be placed inside the work area to provide 

four (4) air changes per hour and measure, at a minimum, -0.02 inches of water on 
the water column. 

 
3. A three-chambered decon shall be constructed contiguous to the entrance of each 

work area. The entrance to the decon shall be constructed in such a manner to 
provide a secure, locked entrance to the work area. 

 
4. ACM shall be removed in manageable sections and placed directly into waste 

containers. 
 
5. At the completion of removal, the INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST on-site will 

perform a visual inspection of the work area. When a level of no visible suspect 
debris detected is achieved following the visual inspection by the INDUSTRIAL 
HYGIENIST, CONTRACTOR will encapsulate the work area. 
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D. WINDOW GLAZING AND CAULKING 
 

1. All window glazing and caulking located inside and outside the Site buildings shall 
be removed using wet methods and manually scraped directly into leak-tight 
polyethylene disposal bags. All waste shall be disposed in accordance with Section 
3.10 of specification. 

 
E. NEGATIVE PRESSURE ENCLOSURES 
 

1. For materials that will be made friable during removal that cannot be removed 
using the glovebag method, such as, but not limited to, plasters, tank insulations, 
etc., CONTRACTOR shall remove within a negative pressure enclosure, in 
accordance with OSHA Regulations located at 29 CFR, Part 1926.1101(g)(5)(i) 
and New Hampshire Asbestos Management and Control Regulation Env-A 1800. 
All requirements of Section 3.06(C) shall apply. In addition, floor coverings 
composed of two layers of 6-mil thickness polyethylene sheeting shall be placed a 
minimum of 18" above the floor/wall joint. Exceptions to wall and floor surfaces 
shall only be acceptable if New Hampshire Asbestos Management and Control 
Regulation Env-A 1800 are met. 

 
F. ASPHALTIC ROOF MATERIALS, ROOF FELTS, AND ROOF FLASHING CEMENTS 
 

1. ACM roofing and exterior mastic shall be abated in accordance with applicable 
federal, state and local regulations.  For exterior asbestos abatements, NHDES policy 
requires a Site Safety and Contingency plan to be submitted to the NHDES - Waste 
Management Division (WMD), Solid Waste Compliance Section (SWCS) for 
review.  The SWCS requests 30 days for review.  Ambient air monitoring to 
establish a negative exposure assessment is also required for exterior asbestos 
abatement. 

 
2. Any roof flashing cement located on the Site buildings shall be cut and placed 

directly into asbestos waste bags prior to building demolition. 
 

3. Following completion of the asbestos abatement work, the Contractor will inspect 
the exterior ground surface adjacent to the buildings for visible apparent ACM debris 
(roofing debris, etc.).  Visible ACM debris will be removed and disposed of by the 
Contractor in accordance with all federal, state and local regulations and these 
specifications.  It is anticipated that soils may require removal up to one-inch in 
depth within 10± feet of the site buildings in accordance with Env-Wm 3900.  In 
addition, ACM debris observed on sidewalks and pavement surrounding the building 
will be removed using appropriate wet methods and disposed of in accordance with 
this specification and applicable regulations. 

 
3.07 CLEARANCE AIR MONITORING 

 
A. GENERAL 
 

1. After each negative pressure enclosure has been cleaned and encapsulated, (and all 
equipment decontaminated and removed with the exception of HEPA filtration 
equipment and equipment needed for inspection), final visual inspections of the 
work areas will be conducted by the INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST. If any visible 
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debris is observed, the area must be cleaned until a level of no visible debris is 
detected by the INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST. A 24-hour settling and drying period 
shah be allowed before clearance air samples are collected. 

 
B. NEGATIVE PRESSURE ENCLOSURES 
 

1. Clearance air samples shall be collected using aggressive sampling techniques. 
This shall include agitating the air with the exhaust from a one-horsepower leaf 
blower and the use of portable circulating fans. The air samples shall be analyzed 
using NIOSH Method 7400 or equivalent (Phase Contrast Microscopy). The 
minimum air volume shall be 1,000 liters. Aggressive air sampling techniques 
shall be used for all clearance air samples in which negative pressure enclosures 
are used to remove ACM. If initial clearance air testing is above acceptable levels, 
CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for all subsequent clearance air testing and 
analysis costs incurred until an acceptable level is achieved. The acceptable 
clearance criteria shall be 0.010 fibers per cubic centimeter of air (fibers/cc) or 
lower where PCM analysis is used. 

 
2. The number of clearance air samples collected shall be determined by New 

Hampshire Asbestos Management and Control Regulation Env-A 1800. 
 
C. GLOVEBAG REMOVAL AREAS 
 

1. In areas where removal is performed solely by glovebag method, area air samples 
shall be collected during removal activities. The air samples shall be analyzed 
using NIOSH Method 7400 or equivalent (Phase Contrast Microscopy). The 
minimum air volume shall be 1,000 liters. If initial clearance air testing is above 
acceptable levels, CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for all subsequent 
clearance air testing and analysis costs incurred until an acceptable level is 
achieved. The acceptable clearance criteria shall be 0.010 fibers per cubic 
centimeter of air (fibers/cc) or lower where PCM analysis is used. 

 
2. The number of clearance air samples collected shall be determined by New 

Hampshire Asbestos Management and Control Regulation Env-A 1800. 
 
D. Once the clearance air sample results have been received and reviewed by OWNER or 

ENGINEER and indicate that total airborne fiber concentrations have reached acceptable 
levels, HEPA filtration units may be deactivated. 

 
E. Barriers must be removed and disposed as asbestos-contaminated waste once acceptable 

clearance air sampling results have been obtained. Any debris observed behind 
polyethylene barriers shall be immediately cleaned using HEPA filter-equipped vacuums 
and/or wet cleaning methods. 

 
F. No clearance air samples shall be collected after removal of exterior transite 

shingles/panels, roofing materials, and any other non-friable materials removed intact. 
 

3.08 AIR MONITORING CLOSURE DOCUMENTATION 
 
A. The INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST shall prepare and submit a written report of the results of 

all visual inspections and clearance air monitoring results conducted in each work area to 
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ENGINEER. 
 

3.09 RE-ESTABLISHMENT OF THE WORK AREA AND SYSTEMS 
 
A. Re-occupancy of the work area shall only occur following the completion of cleaning 

procedures, a visual inspection conducted by the INDUSTRIAL HYGIENIST, and after 
clearance air monitoring (if required) has been performed and documented to the 
satisfaction of the CITY. 

 
3.10 DISPOSAL PROCEDURES 

 
A. As the work progresses, to prevent exceeding available storage capacity on-site, sealed and 

labeled containers of asbestos-containing waste shall be removed and transported to a pre-
arranged disposal location. 

 
B. CONTRACTOR shall provide rolling, waterproof carriages to properly transport 

containerized debris from the building. 
 
C. Disturbance of ACM will cease in the work area while bags of debris are being transported 

through the decon. 
 
D. Disposal must occur at an authorized site according to Federal, State and Local guidelines 

and regulations. 
 
E. A Waste Shipment Record (WSR) shall be used to document asbestos-containing wastes 

removed from the Site, in accordance with EPA regulation Title 40 CFR Part 61.149. The 
WSR shall include the name and address of the facility at which the waste is removed (#4 
Crescent Street & “0”  East Street, Penacook (Concord), New Hampshire); the CITY©s 
name and phone number (The City of Concord, 603-225-8595); names, addresses and 
phone numbers of CONTRACTOR; waste transporter(s); and authorized disposal site. 
CONTRACTOR, transporter, and disposal site operator must all sign and date the WSR as 
responsibility for material changes hands. In addition, the WSR must include the type of 
asbestos waste materials generated, the number and type of waste containers used, and the 
quantity of each type of waste in cubic yards. 

 
F. CONTRACTOR must forward OWNER©s written copy of WSR to OWNER within 35 

days of shipping asbestos waste from the Site. If the waste is transferred to 
CONTRACTOR©s temporary storage facility (TSF), CONTRACTOR must inform 
ENGINEER and CITY of date of removal of waste from CONTRACTOR©s TSF. 

 
3.11 TRANSPORTATION TO THE LANDFILL 

 
A. Once drums, bags, or wrapped components have been removed from the work area, they 

shall be loaded into an enclosed, lockable truck for transportation. 
 
B. When moving containers, utilize hand trucks, carts and proper lifting techniques to avoid 

back injuries. Trucks with lift gates are helpful for raising drums during truck loading. 
 
C. The enclosed cargo area of the truck shall be free of debris and lined with 6-mil thickness 

polyethylene sheeting to prevent exterior contamination from leaking or spilled containers. 
Floor sheeting shall be installed first and extended up the side walls. Wall sheeting shall be 
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overlapped and taped. Back-hauling shall not be allowed for vehicles, which transport the 
asbestos waste from the Site to the disposal facility. Vehicles used to transport asbestos 
waste should not be used to transport other materials or products. 

 
D. Bags, drums or wrapped components shall be placed on level surfaces in the cargo area and 

packed tightly together to prevent shifting and tipping. Large structural components shall 
be secured to prevent shifting and bags placed on top. Do not throw containers into truck 
cargo area. 

 
E. Personnel loading asbestos-containing waste shall be protected by disposable clothing 

including head, body, and foot protection and at a minimum, half-face, air-purifying, dual 
cartridge respirators equipped with HEPA filters. 

 
F. Any debris or residue observed on containers or surfaces outside of the work area resulting 

from cleaning or disposal activities shall be immediately cleaned using HEPA filter-
equipped vacuum equipment and/or wet methods as appropriate. 

 
G. Large metal canisters are sometimes used for asbestos waste disposal. These must be 

completely enclosed and have doors that can be closed and locked to prevent vandalism or 
other disturbances of the asbestos and wind dispersion of asbestos fibers. Uncontainerized 
material shall not be placed in these canisters, nor shall these canisters be used for non-
asbestos waste. Bags shall be placed, not thrown, into these canisters to avoid splitting. 
These canisters must have waning signs conforming to OSHA 29 CFR 1926.1101(k) 
posted at all potential entry points. 

 
H. Trucks, canisters and/or other transport equipment shall be properly placarded according to 

the DOT; warning tapes shah be placed obviously around transport vehicles per EPA 40 
CFR Part 61 prior to loading or unloading asbestos-contaminated waste.

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SECTION 02200 
EARTHWORK 

 
PART 1-GENERAL 

 
1.01 WORK INCLUDED 

 
A. The work of this section includes but is not necessarily limited to the following: 
 

1. Excavation, fill, and backfill. 
 
2. Rough grading, including placement, moisture conditioning, and compaction of 

fills and backfills. 
 
3. The removal, hauling and stockpiling of suitable excavated materials for 

subsequent use in the work. 
 
4. All rehandling, hauling and placing of stockpiled materials designated as "clean" 

by the ENGINEER for use in refilling, filling, backfilling, grading and other such 
operations. 

 
5. All required permits, licenses, and approvals of appropriate municipal and utility 

authorities, prior to commencing the work of this Section and all costs incurred 
there from. 

 
1.02 SUBMITTALS 

 
A. Submit the name of each material supplier and specific type and source of each material 

brought to the site. Any change in source throughout the job requires approval of the 
CITY. 

 
B. Clean fill certificate(s) from each borrow source. 
 

1.03 DISTURBANCE OF EXCAVATED AND FILLED AREAS DURING CONSTRUCTION 
 
A. The CONTRACTOR shall take the necessary steps to avoid disturbance of subgrade and 

underlying natural soils/compacted fill during excavation and filling operations. Methods 
of excavation and filling operations shall be revised as necessary to avoid disturbance of 
subgrade and underlying soils/fill, including restricting the use of certain types of 
construction equipment and their movement over sensitive or unstable materials, 
dewatering, and other acceptable control measures. Disturbance shall be construed to 
include deterioration of fill (after placement and satisfactory compaction) due to the 
CONTRACTOR©s operations, such as moving equipment, hauling trucks, etc. The 
CONTRACTOR shall cooperate with the OWNER to modify his operations as necessary 
to minimize disturbance and protect bearing soils, based on the OWNER’S 
recommendations. 
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PART 2-PRODUCTS 
 
 

2.01 COMMON FILL/ORDINARY BORROW 
 
A. Common or Ordinary Borrow shall consist of a material satisfactory to the ENGINEER 

and not specified as Gravel Borrow, Sand Borrow, Special Borrow or other particular kind 
of borrow. This material shall be free from organic material, weak or compressible 
material, highly plastic clays, and frozen and other unsuitable material. The maximum size 
for rock in Ordinary Borrow shall be 6 inches. 

 
B. Prior to delivering fill materials to the site, the Contractor shall provide a copy of the 

“clean fill certificate”  from the borrow pit where the fill is obtained. 
 
C. Prior to ordering bulk quantities of fill, the Contractor shall allow the Owner to inspect a 

sample load of all back fill materials at the site to insure fill materials conform with the 
Owner’s expectations. 

 
2.02 ON-SITE MATERIAL 

 
A. On-site material can be used for common fill if constituents greater than 6 inches in size 

are removed, the material conforms to the requirements specified herein, and it can be 
placed and compacted according to the specifications herein. Any on-site materials 
intended for on-site reuse shall be completely free of all reinforcing bars. 

 
B. Brick and concrete reclaimed rubble debris may be reused as fill in accordance with these 

specifications.  Lead-based painted br ick mater ials shall not be reused on-site. 
 
C. Reclaimed rubble fill shall consist of durable materials free from roofing materials, 

reinforcing bars, steel, wood, organics, loam, clay, or other deleterious materials. On-site 
materials shall be processed such to provide a well-graded mixture with the maximum 
particle size being four inches. The reclaimed rubble fill shall be adequately choked and 
commingled with off-site materials with finer particle constituents such as sand. The ratio 
of off-site fill materials to on-site crushed concrete and brick shall be 1:1. The OWNER 
shall visually assess the mater ial composition of the reclaimed rubble fill pr ior  to 
being placed. 

 
2.03 GRAVEL BORROW (TYPE B AND C) 

 
Gravel Borrow shall conform to the following gradation: 
 
Sieve (ASTM D422)  Percent Passing 
1/2-inch  50-85 
No. 4  40-75 
No. 50  8-28 
No. 200 (ASTM Dl140)  0-8 
 
The maximum size of stone in gravel shall be: 

-- 3 inches, Type B 
-- 2 inches, Type C 
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2.04 USE OF MATERIALS 
 
A. Common Fill/Ordinary Borrow: Use common fill and/or ordinary borrow for general 

grading, as backfill, embankment fill in areas outside the building and pavement limits. Fill 
material shall be free of stones larger than two (2) inches maximum dimensions when used 
in trenches or when backfilling within two (2) feet of a structure. 

 
B. Gravel Borrow (Type B): Use for backfill in utility trenches under areas and at other 

locations as shown on the construction details. The gravel borrow will be used in the 
construction of temporary crossings and as fill in areas as required. 

 
C. Gravel Borrow (Type C): Use for embedding materials around water sewer and drainage 

pipe and foundations for sewer and drain structures. 
 
D. Reclaimed Rubble Fill commingled with Common Borrow: Use for backfill materials in 

subgrades and within basements. 
 

PART 3-EXECUTION 
 

3.01 EXCAVATION 

A. General Requirements 
 

1. Excavation shall include the removal of all materials encountered including earth, 
ledge, rock, boulders, pavement, slabs, demolition debris, walls, and foundations 
and incidental structures. 

 
2. The CONTRACTOR shall control the grading so that ground is pitched to prevent 

water from running to excavated areas, damaging other structures, or adjacent 
properties. 

 
3. Remove water accumulated in excavations by pumping or other means until 

earthwork operations are complete. All dewatering shall be performed at the 
CONTRACTOR©s cost. 

 
4. Where soil has been softened or eroded by flooding or placement during 

unfavorable weather, it shall be removed and replaced with suitable material at no 
cost to the ENGINEER. 

 
5. Exercise care to preserve the material below and beyond the lines of excavation. 

Where excavation is carried out, through error, below indicated grade or beyond 
the lines of excavation, backfill to the indicated grade and compact with approved 
fill at no additional cost to the OWNER. 

 
6. The CONTRACTOR shall provide sheathing, shoring and bracing to complete and 

protect all excavated areas; as required for safety or compliance with OSHA, at no 
additional cost to the OWNER. 

 
7. Excavated materials unsuitable for reuse, all excavated rock and surplus excavated 

soil not used to fulfill requirements of the contract shall be removed from the Site 
as directed by the ENGINEER. 
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3.02 PLACEMENT AND COMPACTION OF MATERIALS 

 
A. General Requirements 
 

1. Dewater subgrade areas prior to filling. 
 

2. Compaction by puddling or jetting is prohibited. 
 

3. Control groundwater and surface runoff to minimize disturbance of material being 
placed. 
 

4. Do not place fill on frozen ground. 
 

5. Do not place frozen fill. 
 

6. Place fill in uniform horizontal layers not to exceed 12 inches and compact 
immediately after placement. 
 

7. Slope fill surfaces at the end of each day to provide for free surface drainage. 
 

8. Protect structures and pipes from damage during backfilling operations. 
 

9. Placement of fill shall not begin prior to inspection and approval of subgrade 
conditions by the ENGINEER. 
 

10. Protect foundations, footings, and waterproofing during backfilling. The 
CONTRACTOR will repair damaged structures at no cost to the OWNER. 
 

11. Prior to backfilling between foundation wall and sheeting, remove unsuitable 
material, including rubbish, organic materials or other debris. Do not commence 
filling operations until the OWNER has observed conditions. 

 
B. Compaction Requirements 
 

1. The degree of compaction is expressed as a percentage of the maximum dry 
density at optimum moisture content as determined by ASTM Test D1557, Method 
C. The compaction requirements are as follows: 

 
 ASTM Density Degree of Compaction 
Area      D1557 

 
All excavated areas     95% 
 
Voids, basements,     95% 
and subgrades 
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C. Lift Thickness of Material 
 

1. Common fill for backfilling of all excavations: Place in layers not to exceed 12 
inches in thickness when utilizing heavy compaction equipment, and 8 inches 
when utilizing light hand-operated compaction equipment. 

 
3.03 BACKFILL AND FILL 

 
A. Ground Surface Preparation: Remove vegetation, debris, unsatisfactory soil materials, 

obstructions, and deleterious materials from ground surface prior to placement of fill. 
Plow, strip, or break up sloped surfaces steeper than one vertical unit to four horizontal 
units so that fill material will bond with existing surface. 

 
B. Subgrade Preparation: After the subgrade has been shaped to line, grade, and cross section, 

it shall be thoroughly compacted. This operation shall include any required reshaping and 
wetting to obtain proper compaction. All soft or otherwise unsuitable material shall be 
removed and replaced with suitable material from excavation or borrow. The resulting 
area, and all other low sections, holes, or depressions shall be brought to the required grade 
with approved material and the entire subgrade shaped to line, grade and cross section and 
thoroughly compacted. 

 
C. Backfill Material Selection: Unless otherwise specified or directed, material used for filling 

and backfilling shall meet the requirements specified under Part 2-Products. If material 
removed from the excavations does not meet the requirements specified for common fill, 
new material that does meet these criteria shall be used for backfilling utility trenches. 

 
In areas where the bottom of the excavation is in fine sand and silt and is below the 
groundwater table, the first lift of backfill shall be 12 inches of compacted sand and gravel 
to provide a working mat and drainage layer. 

 
3.04 SITE SUBGRADE PREPARATION AND FILLING 

 
A. General Requirements 
 

1. All suitable material removed from the excavations, as determined by the 
ENGINEER, shall be used as directed in the formation of fill sections, 
embankments, subgrade, etc. 

 
2. The ENGINEER may determine that excavated material from certain strata is 

unsuitable for use under paved areas, but that such material may be deposited in 
berms or embankment areas outside the paved area. 

 
B. Placing Fill 
 

1. Fill sections and embankments shall be constructed of earth, rock, or a mixture of 
earth and rock deposited in successive lifts. Except as hereinafter permitted, the 
loose thickness of each lift shall not be more than twelve (12) inches before 
compaction. 

 
2. Rock fill may be used in deep fill areas after securing specific authorization of the 

Owner 
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3. No rock or reclaimed rubble in excess of six (6) inches in its largest dimension 

shall be incorporated in the top two (2) foot layer of fill immediately below the 
final grade. 

 
C. Protection of Fill 
 

1. Protection of all compacted fill shall be the responsibility of the CONTRACTOR. 
Newly graded areas shall be protected from the actions of the elements and traffic. 
Any settlement or washing that occurs prior to acceptance of the work shall be 
repaired and grades shall be re-established to the required elevations and slopes. 
Damage to any compacted lift (including those lifts previously tested and approved 
by the OWNER) occurring at any time during the course of construction which is 
caused by equipment, moisture entering the embankment, or from any other cause 
whatsoever shall be fully repaired by the CONTRACTOR prior to placement of 
any overlying materials at his own expense, to the complete satisfaction of the 
OWNER. 

 
2. In the event of and prior to the commencement of heavy rains, the 

CONTRACTOR shall suspend fill operations immediately and shall take all 
necessary steps to keep the site as well drained as possible. Fill operations shall not 
be resumed until the moisture content of the fill is such as to permit compliance 
with the Specifications. 

 
3. All corrective work or operations necessary to maintain proper moisture control of 

the fill material shall be at the expense of the CONTRACTOR.

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SECTION 02800 
SITE RESTORATION 

 
PART 1-GENERAL 

 
1.01 WORK INCLUDED 

 
A. The work of this section includes surface preparation; rough grading of all disturbed areas, 

and removal of all remaining surfacial debris including but not limited to wood, glass, and 
metal. Areas of site restoration include, but not limited to the following: 

 
1. Demolished building footprint locations; and,  
 
2. Existing disturbed area to north of Office Building at 4 Crescent Street as shown 

on Contract drawings. 
 

PART 2 - PRODUCTS 
 

2.01 SOILS 
 
A. Common Fill: Refer to Section 02200- Earthwork 
 
B. Topsoil or Loam: Utilize native topsoil stripped from excavation (if any) or otherwise 

provide top soil as needed, unless otherwise noted in these contract documents or approved 
by the OWNER. 

 
PART 3-EXECUTION 

 
3.01 FINAL GRADING 

 
A. All areas shall be rough graded to meet the existing grade slopes of the area and to promote 

drainage towards existing catch basins. 
 
3.02 SITE RESTORATION 

 
A. The CONTRACTOR shall restore objects or site features damaged by the work to a 

condition equivalent to pre-construction conditions.  Replant salvaged vegetation; replace 
damaged vegetation with similar new plantings.  Replace or restore other miscellaneous 
salvaged or damaged objects or site features, such as signs, planters, lighting, etc. that were 
disturbed because of the Work.   

 
B. ADD ALTERNATE #1:  CONTRACTOR shall place boulders (no less or more than ½ 

Cubic Yards in size, but no more than 1 CY in size) along entire frontage of the premises 
along East and Crescent Streets five (5) feet on center per contract drawings.  Total linear 
feet of frontage on East and Crescent Street is approximately 800’ . 
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3.03 LOAM, & SEEDING 
 
A. Loam shall consist of loose friable topsoil with no admixture of refuse or material toxic to 

plant growth. Loam shall be generally free from stones, lumps, stumps, or similar objects 
larger than 50 mm (2 in) in greatest diameter, subsoil, roots, and weeds. Contractor shall 
spread loam to minimum 4 inch thickness (after compaction) in accordance with NHDOT 
641 over all disturbed areas in accordance with Contract drawings.   

 
B. CONTRACTOR shall prepare the seed bed in accordance with NHDOT 644.  Apply 

starter type fertilizer at the rate recommended by the manufacturer.  Apply Park Seed Type 
15 seed in accordance with NHDOT 644.  CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for 
watering seed until ground cover is well established. 

 
C. Total estimated area CONTRACTOR shall loam and seed is approximately 30,000 +/- 

Square Feet. 
 

D. ADD / ALTNERATE #2:  CONTRACTOR would install ¾”  crushed stone over all 
disturbed areas (estimate of 30,000 SF per restoration plan) in lieu of loam and seed to a 
minimum depth of 3”  (after compaction). 

 
3.04 FINAL CLEANUP 

 
A. The Site shall be free of all construction demolition debris, solid waste, trash, and other 

miscellaneous materials not natural to the surrounding environment.

A. GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
This document was developed to provide a uniform format for handling contract changes that affect 
Contract Price or Contract Times. Changes that have been initiated by a Work Change Directive must be 
incorporated into a subsequent Change Order if they affect Contract Price or Times. 
 
Changes that affect Contract Price or Contract Times should be promptly covered by a Change Order. 
The practice of accumulating change order items to reduce the administrative burden may lead to 
unnecessary disputes. 
 
If Milestones have been listed, any effect of a Change Order thereon should be addressed. 
 
For supplemental instructions and minor changes not involving a change in the Contract Price or Contract 
Times, a Field Order may be used. 
 
B. COMPLETING THE CHANGE ORDER FORM 
 
ENGINEER initiates the form, including a description of the changes involved and attachments based 
upon documents and proposals submitted by CONTRACTOR, or requests from CITY, or both. 
 
Once ENGINEER has completed and signed the form, all copies should be sent to CONTRACTOR for 
approval. After approval by CONTRACTOR, all copies should be sent to CITY for approval. 
ENGINEER should make distribution of executed copies after approval by CITY. 
 
If a change only applies to Contract Price or to Contract Times, cross out the part of the tabulation that 
does not apply.

INSTRUCTIONS 
 
A. GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
This document was developed for use in situations involving changes in the Work which, if not processed 
expeditiously, might delay the Project. These changes are often initiated in the field and may affect the 
Contract Price or the Contract Times. This is not a Change Order, but only a directive to proceed with 
Work that may be included in a subsequent Change Order. 
 
For supplemental instructions and minor changes not involving a possible change in the Contract Price or 
the Contract Times a Field Order may be used. 
 
B. COMPLETING THE WORK CHANGE DIRECTIVE FORM 
 
ENGINEER initiates the form, including a description of the items involved and attachments. 
 
Based in conversations between ENGINEER and CONTRACTOR, ENGINEER completes the following: 
 

METHOD OF DETERMINING CHANGE, IF ANY, IN CONTRACT PRICE: Mark the method 
to be used in determining the final cost of Work involved and the estimated net effect on the 
Contract Price. If the change involves an increase in the Contract Price and the estimated amount 
is approached before the additional or changed Work is completed, another Work Change 
Directive must be issued to change the estimated price or Contractor may stop the changed Work 
when the estimated price is reached. If the Work Change Directive is not likely to change the 
Contract Price, the space for estimated increase (decrease) should be marked “Not Applicable” . 

 
METHOD OF DETERMINING CHANGE, IF ANY, IN CONTRACT TIMES: Mark the method 
to be used in determining the change in Contract Times and the estimated increase or decrease in 
Contract Times, If the change involves an increase in the contract Times and the estimated times 
are approached before the additional or changed Work is completed, another Work Change 
Directive must be issued to change the times or CONTRACTOR may stop the changed Work 
when the estimated times are reached. If the Work Change Directive is not likely to change the 
Contract Times, the space for estimated increase (decrease) should be marked “Not Applicable” .

Change Order signed by the CITY and CONTRACTOR with ENGINEER’s recommendation. 
 
Once the Work covered by this directive is completed or final cost and times are determined, 
CONTRACTOR should submit documentation for inclusion in a Change Order.
