INSURANCE:

The successful proposer shall procure and maintain insurance, in the amounts and coverage
detailed by the proposal documents, acceptable to the City, at the proposer’ s sole expense, with
reputable and financially responsible insurance companies, insuring against any and all public
liability, including injuries or death to persons and damage to property, arising out of or related
to the goods or proposer’ s performance hereunder and shall furnish to the City certificates of
such insurance and renewal's thereof signed by the issuing company or agent upon the City’s
request. Such certificates shall name the City of Concord as an additional insured. Such policies
shall provide for cancellation only subsequent to 30 days prior written notice to the City.

The City’ s examination of, or failure to request or demand, any evidence of insurance hereunder,
shall not constitute awaiver of any requirement and the existence of any insurance shall not limit
the proposer’ s obligation under any provision hereof.

Except to the extent of comparable insurance acceptable to, or express waiver by the City, the
proposer shall, or shall cause any carrier engaged by the proposer, to insure all shipments of
goods for full value.

If the agreement with the proposer involves the performance of work by the proposer’s
employees at property owned or leased by the City, the proposer shall furnish such additional
insurance as the City may request in respect thereof, but in any event and without such request,
workers' compensation insurance and unemployment compensation insurance as required by
laws of the State of New Hampshire and public and automotive liability and property damage
insurance. In no event shall such employees of the proposer be deemed to be the employees of,
or under the direction or control of the City for any purpose whatsoever.

WORKER'S COMPENSATION:

All proposers and subcontractors at every tier under the proposer will conform with the
requirements of RSA 281 Title XXI11, Section 281-A:2 with close attention to sections VI(a),
VI(c) and VlI(a) aswell as Section 281-A:4.

DISAGREEMENTS AND DISPUTES:

All disagreements and disputes, if any, arising under the terms of any agreement, either by law,
in equity, or by arbitration, shall be resolved pursuant to the laws and procedures of the State of
New Hampshire, in which state any agreement shall be deemed to have been executed. No
action at law, or equity, or by arbitration shall be commenced to resolve any disagreements or
disputes under the terms of any agreement, in any jurisdiction whatsoever other than the State of
New Hampshire and Merrimack County.

GENERAL

The City of Concord, New Hampshire (hereafter referred to asthe CITY), is seeking the
services of aprofessiona engineering consultant or professional consultant teams,
lawfully engaged in the practice of traffic and transportation engineering design services
in the State of New Hampshire (hereafter referred to asthe CONSULTANT) with
specific experience in modern roundabout design to collaborate with City staff and
neighborhood groups in order to complete a roundabout planning study and preliminary
and final engineering design services for improvements to the Centre, Liberty and
Auburn Street intersection. The roundabout planning and engineering study shall be
based upon the conceptual intersection improvement options presented by City staff at a
July 2006 neighborhood meeting.

Following the receipt of the proposals, a staff committee shall select a consultant. Trade
secrets or proprietary information submitted by a CONSULTANT in connection with a
procurement transaction shall not be subject to public disclosure under the New
Hampshire Freedom of Information Act; however, CONSULTANT must invoke the
protection of this section prior to or upon submission of the information or other
materials, and must identify the data or other materials to be protected and state the
reasons why protection is necessary. Disposition of said materia after award(s) should
be stated by the CONSULTANT.

Emphasisin selecting a consulting firm or professional team shall be placed on the
entities qualifications and experience in traffic and transportation engineering with
particular focus on roundabout design projects similar to that which the CITY anticipates
undertaking.

. SCOPE OF SERVICES

1. PROGRAM BACKGROUND

In 2004, the City applied for and was awarded a Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality
(CMAQ) Program grant from the NH Department of Transportation (NHDOT) to design
and construct a roundabout at the five-legged intersection of Centre, Liberty and Auburn
Streetsin Concord, NH. This intersection has been cited as one of the busiest and most
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dangerous in the city owing to its geometric layout, vehicular traffic and pedestrian
volumes.

Once found €eligible, the project was added to the City’ s Capital Improvement Program
(CIP) as CIP Project #29 (FY06). The CMAQ grant funding becomes eligible in FY 07
(July 2006) with final design and construction contract award required by September
2007.

In July 2006, the Community Development Department presented intersection
improvement options at a neighborhood meeting including roadway geometry
improvements, unsignalized and signalized control improvements and a roundaboui.
Based on the discussions and neighborhood input received at the meeting, thereis strong
support for moving forward with a roundabout design.

In September 2006, the City Council approved the CIP project pending the results of an
intersection alternative analysis and planning effort to determineif in fact a roundabout is
afeasible alternative. A roundabout planning study will allow staff to evaluate actual
property impacts, costs and expected traffic performance improvements at the
intersection. Once the preliminary roundabout design is complete including a public
comment period, staff and the CONSULTANT will present the study findings at a public
hearing before the City Council for final approval and authorization to proceed with the
design and engineering aspects of the project.

The CITY will make all documents relevant to the project available.
2. SERVICESREQUESTED

The CITY requires the services of a CONSULTANT with experiencein traffic and
transportation engineering to evaluate intersection improvement alternatives including the
feasibility of constructing a roundabout at the Centre, Liberty and Auburn Street
intersection as well as provide preliminary and final engineering design services.

In accordance with CMAQ design procedures, services generally include the preparation
of adetailed engineering study and preliminary and final engineering design. Specific
services expected include the evaluation of the intersection improvement options
presented in July 2006, intersection aternative analysis, preliminary roundabout design
including determining right-of-way impacts, assistance with taking the project through
public comment, environmental and historic assessment, final City Council approval of
the preferred improvement decision and the development of final design plans,
specifications and estimates.
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The following summary of servicesis offered.

a. Intersection Engineering Study

Utilizing the Resource System Group (RSG) Study* and available traffic and accident
data, the CONSULTANT will perform an intersection alternative analysis including
evaluating the feasibility of aroundabout at this five-legged intersection. The analysis
should consider all of the intersection improvement aternatives outlined by City staff at
the July 2006 nei ghborhood meeting (copies attached herewith).

The intersection engineering study should provide detailed information related to the
roundabout design including full analysis of the existing conditions, roundabout design
criteria, proposed layout, right-of-way and private property impacts, utility impacts,
stormwater management strategies and estimated right-of-way and construction costs.

The CONSULTANT will be required to undergo a detailed environmental and historical
review to document probabl e effects of the project on natural and historic resources and
identify measures to avoid, minimize or mitigate impacts.

Given its proximity to the School Street/Liberty Street 4-way stop controlled intersection,
the study should examine what operational affects the installation of the roundabout
would have on the adjacent intersection. A traffic computer simulation model should be
devel oped to demonstrate traffic flow progression through the intersections.

Final recommendations of alternatives for improving traffic and pedestrian safety at the
intersection will be presented and discussed at a neighborhood forum for public
comment. Responses from the public comment process will be incorporated in the final
design report and presented to the City Council for fina approval.

The CONSULTANT will be responsible for the preparation of a comprehensive
intersection improvement planning report which should include the following:

Detailed existing conditions plan based upon field boundary, topography and physical
feature survey.

Detailed plans including roundabout and approach lane geometry.

Preliminary right-of-way layout plans to estimate property impacts.

Roundabout traffic analyses, technical calculations and reports.

Environmental and historic review report.

Right-of-way and construction cost estimates.

As noted above, final approval and authorization to proceed to preliminary and final
design is required from City Council. The CONSULTANT must provide a step-by-step

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task and compensation structure that reflects the requirement of authorization to proceed
with subsequent work tasks beyond the planning phase in the work plan.
